The Sioux Question.

A dispateh to the New York Herald from
Fort Walsh, Northwest Territory, says: Those
who apprehend serious Indian troubles in the
spring have some ominous facts to worry about.
Whethber Sitting Bull stays this side the bor-
der or returas to the United States territory
the prospect appears cqually bad for peace.—
Here his bands are invaders of the huntiog
grounds of the Blackfeet, who resent the en
croachment. There they would be regard.d a1
oqtlaws, unless they signified their acceptance
of the terms recently offered them by ths
Ubited States Commissioners.

_Io the meantime Sitting Bull's camp is con-
tinually reinforeed by accessions of Sioux from
Montana aod Dakota. Sixty lodges of them
came over only afew days ago, aod Major
Walsh, heariog the news, went immediately to
Sitting Bu!l's camp and held a couceil with the
new chiefs,

They stated to him, among other thiogs, that
after the battle with Custer on the Little Big
Horn River, in 1870, the camp divided, Sittiog
Bull goiog north and Croay Hors2 to the Platte
and theace toward the Spotted Tail Ageney.—
I'hey stayed there until the death of Crazy
l‘larse, before which event they say the Uaited
b_tates government attempted to disarm and
dismount them, Some surrendered their horses
and arms; others cached their arms. Maoy
did oot go quite to the agesey, but remaioed in
camps sowme distance away.

They said that Crazy [lorsa told them whoa
dgiog : “'I bave always wanted to go to the
land of the white mother, but my father per
suaded me to stay here. 1 shall be dead 1o a
few mioutes and will then go to the white
mother’s country. 1 want you all (o follow m::
you see the Americans want to kil! us, There
i3 no peace for you in this eountry; you cau
live oo longer with'the Great Father. Il you
want to live and raisz up your families you
must go with me tothe land of the white moth-
er and the home of our gracdfathers.”

The whole pation, said the chiefs, was rousel
by these dyicg words of Crazy [Torse and they
resolved to move north, They were lorty cight
days on the joursey. Oa the tweotieth day a
oout overtook them and told them that unless
they turoed back they would be ovarhauled by
Upited States troops. To gain time they told
the seout to return and assur: the white chief
that they would turo back, and that there was
po need for him tosend any soldiers after them.
When the scout was well out of sight they
packed up and started north azaio a3 fast as
they conld travel.
There are 9 chiefs with the new arrivals, viz
Black Moon of the Mignceonjous, and Yellow
Thuoder, Thunder Ball, Ruoniog Ball,Pretty
Thuoder, Fire Cloud, Runniog Fagle, Black
lﬁlca.r and Wa-ha-too, Minneernjous aod Ozl
alas,

Major Walsh is of the opinioo that the ay
ing request of Crazy llorse will induce the
whole Sioux nation at preseat oo the United
States side of the line to eross to the Canadian
cide. He thioks they will travel in small camps
fthe American forces should be large and
hotly pursue them; otherwise they will prob-
ably move over in large bodies.
