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Rev. Heory Ward Beecher, who has been
apothcosizad by the radical party, has doubts
about a fature life, and Canon Farrar, of the
Eoglish Church, says the words “Hell” and
“Damnation” ought oot to stand any longer in
the Eoglish Bible, and if the revisers did their
daty both would be stricken out. We are not
surprised at Mr. DBeecher, for ever sioee we
read the evidence i the Tilton-Beecher case we
have been convinced that he is going ahead un
der the idea that there is no hereafter, but we
must ackoowledge that the Episcopal divioe
does astonish us a little, and we should bo dis:
posed to doubt the truth of the report about
him were it not that it is vouched for by (wo
immense ciogregations in Westminster Ab-
bey, who heard bim boldly avow an utter
disbelief in the doatrios of eternal torment.
Judging, however, from the number of all sorts
of villanies oow daily voted io the newspapers,
we should suppose that the views of the two
reverend gentlemen alluded to,on the particular
subject to which reference is made, are eoter
tained by a vast msjority of the humso race,
and are confined te no especial olass or sex.
Crimes equaliog in bideousness and barbarity
any ever committed in the dark ages, or by the
most savage tribes, areof daily oceurrence withio
thesound of church bells,and enormoustheftsare
perpetrated by promioent members of Christian
denominations, which certaialy could not be
the case if the oriminals really belicved that
after rucniog the ricks of earthly courts, made
slight,now,by the powerful icfluecce of mocey,
they would finally have to appear before a tri-
bunal whose verdict would be in acoordance
with the facte, and against which there would
be no appeal.

The Presideat, it i3 understood, has com-
pleted a message on ecivil servioe reform, avd
will send it to Congrass as sooo as that body
reassembles, 1o it he is said not ooly to ze
knowledge tha right of the Senate to rejeot his
pominations, but to express bis thaoks to it for
exercising that right.

Romans of old, he i3 glad the Sepate can find
better men for the offices than even the good
ones he offers them. If President Jobnson bad
been of President Hayes's way of thiokiog, what
a happy DPresident he would have been.

It is to be hoped that the prescut asomalcus
condition of affsirs in the conservative party io
the Gzneral Assemb'y, ocasioned by a differ-
cnce of opinion on the question of the State
debt, may bo corrceted when the Legislature
reassembles after the Cbristmas holidaya, That
the majority of the members hooestly differ in
their ideas on the debt question no one doubts,
but it is also undoubted that but for the dema-
gogical schemes of certain individual mem-
bers such differences would not have created
the existing trouble in the party, teadiog cven
to its dismemberment, and we are surprised
that so many of the members were weak enough
to allow themselves to be so easily bambocz'ed.

ENGLAND,

terpreted even by their owo supporters, as for
instance the sendiog of the flect to Besika Bay.
If any previous Cabinet had summoned Par-
liament thus carly, the natural infereoea would
have been that they were about to demand a
grant of money to support some step taken by
the Queen, oo tho advice of ber Ministers,
The Times thivks such a conelusion io thiscase
would be far in advance of the truth, Parlia
ment will not meet to enforee a resolution that
has boen formed by the Ministers, but more
grobably to spare the Ministers the trouble of
forming a resoluticn. By the time Parliawent
mects the Governmeut will perbaps be able to
<how that our iatercsts in some way are attack-
ed, but for the present the country, however
irritated at Russian ambition and Servian rea-
son, cannot believe itself in any dapger.

The Daily News says it caonot help feariog
that Lord Bacoassfield has summoned Parlia-
ment rather to obtein indemuity for something
actually done than to consult it as to a future
policy.

Tte Post alsy foreshadows a grant for mili-
tary preparatioos, and after reviewiog the ru-
mors which have beeo ourrent of late concern
icga separatc arravgement between Russia and
Turkey, says: “To make Kogland's words
heard, to make mediation respected or inter-
vention cffective,it is necessary to appeal to the
represcntatives of the pation for the requisite
support.

A Crasm Ny Mip OckaN.—~The steamahip
Oder, of the North German Lloyd, arrived yes-
torday afternoon at her pier, Hoboken, N.J.,
having on board, in addition to her own pssaen-
gers, thosze of the steamer America, of thesime
line wkich came in collision with tha Italian
bark Utile, from Baltimore, about saven hund-
red miles west of Ireland on December 1. Cap-
tain Ch. Leist, ol the Oder, gave tho following
story of tho collision, as told him by Captain
A, de Limon, of the America: *“'On Saturday,
December 1, about 2 a. m., during a fresh gale
from the northwest, and clear weather and rough
sas, the America was tteaming at her usual rato
of spead, stecring norith-northwest, Tha greon
light of & bark was sighted & point on the port
bow. She was aailing about cast, and was avi-
denily about to cross tho Ameoricw’'s baw. The
lat'er’'s helm was put a starboard threa joints, o
as to bring the ﬁreen light ofthe bark two points
on the starboard bow. Suddenly tke bark put
her helm & port and tried to cross the bow of the
America in the other direction. The America's
engines wero at opce stopped and reversed at
full speed, buttoo late. Her prow struck the
bark amidships on the port side, culting into
her full twenty feet. The bark filled and sunk
within five minutes., The America, which was
damaged, hove to at the place of the disaster till
daybreak, at which timeehe eighted a emall boat
of the bark, bore down upon it, ana took on
board eleven, of the bark’s crew, who had been
ab'e to eave themselves, The captein and mate
and ten of the crew bhad been drowned. The
thock of the collision shattered several of (he
plates in the starboard bow of the America, be=
low the water line, but the breach was tempora-
rily repsirad from the inside, and the steamer
put about goon after for Southampton, where sho
arrived safely at daybreak the tollowing Tuos-
day, The damage to the America’s hull
swounted to only about $1,€0). The rescuel
men say that soon after tho accident the Utile's
mate, who had charge of the wateh, jumped
cverboard, whetlier or not from fright they
cou!d not tell, The owners of tha Ulile will pro-
bably bring :zuit in some English court for
damages.”’

Abduction.

10.—A boy named
Willie Horkios, ten vears old, was abdueted
from bis home at Braddock's fizlds, near this
city, last Sundsy morniog, by a man supposed
to be a tramp. ke is a pretty boy, with a (ull
face, light complexion avd hair, and rather
stoutly built.  The tramp is a tall man, with a
face pitted with marks from the smallpox. The
neighbors and miners searched for two days,
but up to this time nothiog has been heard of
the boy, His family are in great distress, being
almost insane from grief,

Legislative.

Lo the State Seoate yesterday the bill to ad-
wit ehildren vutside the Commonwealth to the
public sehools on payment of the school tax was
reported,as was a bill prescribiog the manper io
which publio free school funds shsll be eolleot-
ed, and rcquiring them to be paid to the oredit
of the literary food aod used osly for public
free school purposes; bills were referred to pre-
seribe the mode of eollecling taxes on licenses,
&e.; toamend an act for the assessmeat and
lcvy ol taxos on persons, properiy, &e.; to
amend an act eotitled in relation to the pay of
county superinteudents of schools. .
In the House of Delegates Mr. Coghill in:
troduccd a resolution in faver of reducing the
pay of the members of the General Assembly
(0 a cum of $2 a day for a session of oiooty days
and abolishiog wileage, also redueiog in like
proportion the compensation of all officers and
emplogees of the two Jiouses, and regulatiog
the compensation of city and county treasurcrs
91 as to redue> the same to such exteot 48 may
briog the amount dowo to that allowed sheriffs
for eollcetion of the revenue biefore the war,

A puwber of bills and resolutions were iotre-
duced and referred; amorg them for the reliet
of the sufferers by the lae flood, &e.j for the
velief ol suretics lor the States’s repositorics,
to amend the Code in relation to the powers
and dutics cooferred on Counly avd Circuit
Qourta, and an adverse repert was made upon
the bill to amend Code in reference to the ju
risdiction of justie:s of the peace.

The joiat resolution dirceting the elerk of
the House of Delegates to demand imwmedi-
ate reports from the clerks cof Circuit Courts of
ocrtaio eountics was reported.

The louse adopted a resolution giviog to
cach member of the General Assembly five
copies of Iotehkiss's Geographical Survey
of Virginin,

Mr. Ruobiason, of Norlolk, preaeoted the fol-
lawing resclations which were referred to the
Iinace: Commirtee :—

Resolved, As thy sensa of thy House of Dele-
gales that in readjusting tho State debt. it is es-
sential, first, that Lthe trus amount tor which the
Stule i justly bound and should undertake to
pay should be ascertained and tiaally deter-
mined.

3. That it is the duty of the General Assembly
to retrench the expenszes of the government a3
far as vracticable, g0 as not to impair its proper
and ¢1f:ctive administration, aud to use all hon-
orable moans Lo secura a reduction ¢ t'the burth-
ons of the people, so as not to imporil the prompt
paymant of the rate of interest tixed a3 abave
contomplated on thoe debt as ascertained and de-
termined, as tho said interest chall acerue.
