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Labor's Aristocrats.
''Ketch me driving a cart hauling ioa for

seventy-five cjnts a day! No, siree! Not
mnnh if f Icnnw mvsclf!" said a mao with a

dilapidated suit of clothes and soleleas boots.
"Dat'sso. No more would I. It'd hardly

be nuff for whiskey moosy," chimed in a coloredindividual, dressed in a worn out military
suit and a fur cap. from which the hair had
long since departed.

"If I wouldn't cut ice for a dollar a day you
bet I won't drive for seventy-five oents; I'd
rather starve first," said the most poverty
stricken individual ia the orowd whioh was

gathered the other day around a fire on a lot at
the extreme cad cf North Thirteenth street,
above Dauphin, where it has been built over a

hollow by the dumping of a9hes and other refuse.The spot is on3 of the most extensive
"dumps" of the city, and the men whose conversationis related above formed part of twenty
or more people of both sexes and colors, who
with picks and rakes eked out a miserable livelihoodby rescuing from the ashes small pieces
of iron and other metals, rags, paper cto. There
bad been a lull in the arrival of carts and the
motley group was gathered around the fire
waiting lor the dc-xfc cart. On the other side
of the street was a pood and a large force cf
workmen were busy cutting and loading up ice,
which was hauled away iu carts to the neigh
boring breweries.very numerous.where it is
used for refrigerating purposes.
Erected on the faoe of the hiil cod partly

dug into the earth were two huts, one on citherside of the street, partly huts and partly
caves.built of odds and ends of every descrip
lion, the roofs covered with ciay and the front
plated with old tin roofing. These were used
by their owners to store whatever valuables they
were fortunate enough to discover in the ashes.
The proprietor of one of these cavern huts, a

colored individual mado almost white by the
dust and ashes collected on his face,was arrangingan entrance to his plac? with a large pieoe
of tin roofing of which he had been the lucky
finder. His hut was fitted with a stove, the
pipe risiog out of the hillsiic as the ODly object
that would indicate the whereabouts of the
habitation, for habitation it was, as its owner
sometimes lives there for weeks.
On the ground were spread piles of rags laid

out to dry, old boots aDi shoes and other gleaoingsof the ashes, og which the owners kept
close watch.
The colored men completed his arrangement
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the firo und iho talk went on, chicfi? relating to
ihe low rate of wages nod the scarcity of work
and the difficulty of "a man getting a decern
job." In the group were men and woracu of a!i
agea. There was a decrepit old Irish couple, a

etout, hearty pair of Italians, and odds and ends
of other nationalities. Some few urchins woro

present, but their endeavors were chielly directedto tho llndingof prizes in the toy and eatingline, the refuse and sweepings o.'all kinds cf
warehouses being constantly dumped on tho
spot.
The arrival of a cart h .dod with barrels of

mifcelieaneous debris caused a scattering of tho
crowd around the liro, the delvors into the ashes
swarming toward tlio newly arrived. Hard to
work went tho picks, nod in a short time tho
latost arrival was despoiled of its valuable#. Tho
man who had so earnestly protested against
working for a dollar a day found a stopperiess
decanter in the refuse, and straightway made
over the lots to a not distant groggery, returning
in a short timo, wiping his mouth with the sleeve
of his coat, while his less fortunate companions
looked on in envy, and imitatod his motion to an

imaginary drink.
To the fire the whole crowd, once more roturned,and again thetheme of conversation was

the scarcity of work, tli3 lownoss of wag03 and
tho meanr.eis of employers, while across the
street, wifhin fifty foot of them, there was employment,at least for a time, in cutting and
stowing away tho ice .Phil. Record.
