Tho value in this State of all bonds, notes, and

othor evidences of debt, (tho solvency of which,
in cases cf doubt, as well as tho value thereof
shall be determined by the commissioner,) in
cludincr bonds due from railroad and canal com-

panies, bonds of towns, couritio3 and citios, and
bonds of other States and corporations, dooiands
and claims, however evidenced, owing or comingto you, whether duo or not, from dobtois
residing out of or within this Stato or country,
whether secured by deed of trust, or by judgmentor not, deducting from the aggregate
amount thereof :iH such bonds, demands, or,
claims, not otherwise deducted, owing to others
from you as principal debtor and not as guarantor,endorser, or surety. Each porson is requiredto exhibit and make oath to a list of all
bonds, notes and other evidences of'debt duo
and payable to such persons, in excess of $100;
the amounts ot such bonds and notes and other
evidences of debt under $100 each, to be given
in under oath, in the aggregate, which said list
shall be signed by the commissioner, and re
turned to the tax-payer. [The aggregate of
principal, interest, and exchange shall constitutethe amount of a bond, demand or claim duo
and payablo, and the principal, with interest
rebated when the bond, demand, or claim bears
no interest, shall constitue the amount of a bond,
demand or claim not yot duo and payablo But
no bond, demand, or claim constituting a part
of the capital of a business done out of tho fr-ta'o
shall bo included.] The value of capital, includingmoneys, crnLts or other thing remaining invested,whether said investment waB made origiallyin this or in any other Statoor country,loaned,UBed or employed in business outofthis vStnte,
by yoursolf, your agent, or other porson for
you. The value of all capital of incorporated
joint stock companies, builJing or loan association,not othorwise taxed. [Koal oetalo belongingto such company, shall not bo hold to bo
capital, but shall bo listod and taxed as proporty
and not as capital ]
Tho amount of capital invented, usod, or employedin any Irado or biuiaess, not othorwise taxed.
[Moneys and credits activoly used and employedin carrying on trade or business, including
goods, wares and merchandise on hand, and all
solvent bonds, demands or claims made or contractedin tho course ot business during the proceedingyear, shall bo held to bo capital in such

oharge to his son Solomon." After a few introductoryobservations the preaoher proceeded
to the subjeot of his leoturo as follows:.It is
every man's duty to himself io improve and
cultivate all his powers to the highest praotica
ble extent, and in their due proportion. Oar
first enquiry therefore is. with what powers and
faculties are we endowed? In reply, man has
a body, a miod, and a soul or spirit. We may
therefore arrange the powers of.man io the fol-

lowiog soale:.Animal, or tnose wdicq no nas

in oommon with the brute creatioD; intellectual
which reside io a self ooscious miud; moral j
which hare their origin io aself dctermiog will,
aod spiritual which belong to the heart renewed
and inhabited by the Spirit of God. The fruits
of the intellectual and moral powers may be 1

seen in the arts aod sciences, in history, philos i

ophy and poetry, in law and government, and I
in the blessed affections which have their homo <

in the bosom of the family aod diffuse their 1
fragrant influence throughout well regulated
social life. Tho frnits of the spiritual, or those
powers and susceptibilities which belong to tho !
heart renewed, may be seen in its communion 1

with the Infinite Spirit of God.in its incroas- 1

iog joy io and resomblaoce to Him, and io a life 1

of self denying labors for his honor and the 1

eternal interests of man. Having taken this 1

survey of the various faoultics of man, the
preacher proceeded to describe somo of tho
forms of character which actually exist among i

men, and which illustrate the different powers
and faculties with whioh they are endowed.
First, is that whioh is found where the ani- .

nial powers havo tho ma9tcry of the man and
subdue and smother all the nobler parts of his
nature.- The drunkard and debauchee were fi
cited as examples of the triumphs of the baser fi
elements of our nature, A second form of g
character results from tho oaltivation of the io- j
teilcctual powers. The triumphs of miod are s
seen in the kuowlcdge it has gained of al- f
most all created things, from the stars of heaven
to the fl >wers of tho field.in tho arts of poetry,
painting and musio aod eloquence.in the in- o
stitutions of human sooiety and in its researches t
iuto the character and history of man. A third i
form of okaracter is tho social aod moral. It (
arises from cultivating tho domestic aod social t
affections, and from recognizing, aod in part at r
least obeying the laws of conscience. But
finally tho perfection of man's being, the highestpossible form of human oharactor oonsists in I
spiritual religion. If man was mado capable ol £
knowing, worshipping and eojoying God, then o

certainly nothiog less than this oan exalt him t
to his highest dignity and blessedness. Tbo I
prcaohcr closed with an eloquent peroration in
which he recommended the young men present
(o tako (lie Bible as their guide. It is the lamp Jlet down from the throne of God to guide you ,thro' tho bewildering shadows of earth up to
immortality. Upon its own pages are everywherefound the insignia of its celostial origin.

R. M. Ely, jr., the sum of $20,000 taken from
him during war.
A motion to make greenbacks receivable for

all custom due9 aftor January, 1879, was introducedby Mr. Southard, ofOhio, but tho hour
of two having arrived and it being District of
Columbia day no vote was taken and the House
proceeded to the consideration of Distriot bills.
