get from Turner would be tho gruff, retort,

his father's paints for him on varnishing day. J Ie
remembers seeing Turner.at the time a shabby,red faced, oldish man.sitting on the top of
a flight of step3, astride a box, with his dirty
chest of oolors and worn out brushes, and a

palette of which the uncleauliocss was sufficient
to shock a Dutch painter. Mounted on tho
steps, he would paint with great fury, trying
perhaps to "checkmate" some brother artist,
as he was accustomed to say.
His sense of humor was so keeo, however,

that he was more amused than angry when he
found himself overmatched. Once on a varo

ishing day he saw that the bluo sky in one of
his Venetian pictures was rendered dull aud
lifeless by the brilliancy of tlio sky in a view of
Ghent by Jones. "I'll outblue you, Jonoy,"
he said, and, chuckling audibly, he climbed on

a box and deepened his sky with a scumble of
ultra marino. When he had gone away,Jones,
jooularly, determined to ball!j him, instantly
set to work and painted tlio sky of Ghont a

blank white, which, aoting as a foil, made
Turner's Venetian sky look prepostorously bluo.
Turker laughed heartily when ho returned to
his picture the next day, to find himself again
obeokmated. "Well, Jonoy," was tho admission,"you have dono mo now; but it must

Mr. IIenry M. Stanley, since his roturn
from Africa, has been described as a man

slightly bent under a burden of memories of
feverB and cramps; with a boyish face, crowned
with a shock of iron gray hair, in curious contrastof effeot with the black mustaohc; with
high cheek bones, a tanned skin, acd the hands
of a backwoodsman, roughened by outting a

way through forest and jungle, and carrying an

elephant rifle firing a two ounce ball. When
ho reaohed the ocean from the African interior
he was so emaciated that he weighed only 119
pounds. In fifteen days thereafter ho gained
half a pound a day, and his sea voyage almost
completely restored his health. From the mo-
meot he entered the African oootinenc oo odg

side, until he emerged from it on the other, he
never received a letter nor a newspaper, nor

heard a syllable of what was goiog on in the
world. Said Mr. Stanley at the dinner given
to him by the members of tho Parisian
press: "It was the journalistic instinot
that caused mc to speed like an arrow
to tho Victoria, that impelled mo on my way
through that untrodden laud ; it was that journalisticinstinct, that desire to have perfectly
accurate intelligence, that led mc to turn again,
to go back to Ujiji, and finish what other explorershas left undone ; it was, if you please
to call it so, journalistic ambition that led mo to
say, "1 will not giro it up; I will go and finish
what Liviogstooc had left undone.' When at
NyaQgwe we hoard those stories of the credulouspeople who wanted to frighten us back by
their pictures of the dangers we should have
to eocounter. I again remembered that I was a

journalist. I then said to myself, 'I am a soldierof journalism.' [Loud cheers.] I know
what the title implies in its fullest signification,
and I have done my best.and I make a bjast
of it.to add dignity to the name of journalism."Mr. Stanley's expedition is said to
haveoost $115,000, the expenses being divided
equally between the Herald and the Daily
Telegraph of London..N. K Tribune.
