that formed the common dioucr of every convictin the prison. The aged man did not eat
heartily, for his heart was heavy and his mind
depressed and troubled. The bare floor and
the cold, white walls of his cell were poor accommodationsas compared with tbo sumptuous
parlors, dining rooms and sleeping apartments
(f his palatial homo. Wooden stools and
olosets were not the sort of service he was ac

oustomed to, and a straw mattress and an army
blaoket on an iron frame was not the kind of
couoh that tho aged banker reclined upon when
his bank in Pottsville had a deposit of $1,500,
000. His coat was hung upon a nail, and "Tho
Pilgrim's Progress" was laid aside as ho essayed
his first dinner io jail. Water was substituted
for champagne, and, in all probability, it was

the first meal the man bad ever partuken of
without a most plentiful supply of buttor.
