Then let the experimenterssot up their
telegraph by choosing their stationsas far apart
as the tightly stretched string will permit, aod
while one operator holds his .car to one of the
cans and bis companion his. mouth to the can
at the other end of the line, they will fiod that
a convorsation cau be ecarried oo, so that low
tones, and cven a whisper will be distiotly
perceptible. What usual'y most astonishes
those who make the experiment for the first

time is that the sound does pot scem to cOmE
from the person spesking st the other cod of
the striog, but to issus from the can itself,
which is held to tho ear of the listener. This
at first appears to be a deeeption, but it 1s l:eal

ly not so. The ear tells the exaoct trath. The
voice that is heard re'nl‘Iy comes from‘ the cao
that is held to the ear of the hearcr, The voice
of the speaker commubicates sound produciog
vibrations to the wall of the cap, with which
his voice is in immediate cootact. These vi-
brations are commupicated to the siriog; but
so changed that they no longer affeot the cor.
A person may stand by the striog while the
sound i passiog, and yet hear nothiog. At
tho ond of the string, however, these bidden
vibrations reproduce themseclves as sound.—
