Burning ofa Steamboat.
Mimpmii, Txnn., March 7, 1878..At 2:20

o'clock, this morning, the Anchor line etoamer,

City of Chester, was totally dostroyed by lire,
at the elevator. The boat arrived from St.
Louis about midnight, and Captain Zergler,
who was unwell, retired after putting the mate
in charge. A number of servants were at work in
the cabin, when the fire was discovered, and the
first intimation they had of the danger was seeing
the flames bursting through the cabin. The
alarm was sounded and every effort made to Arrestthe flames, but within three minutes the
whole foreward portion of the boat was on fire,
and tho elevator was threatened with destruction.Captain Zergler, who had escaped to the
elevator by runing through tho flames with his
clothes over his face to protect it ordered
the boat to be cut loose, in order to save the elevator,all who had remained on board being
at the stern and unable to get to the elevator.
As soon as the lines were cut the boat floated out
into the stream and many of those on board
plunged into the Tiver and were picked up by
porsoni in skiffs. The tug boats Oriole and
transfer boat Pierson had in tho meantime takon
off many of those who had remained on board.
The tug then towed tho wreck to a point opposite
Fort Pickering and beached her on a sand bar.
Only two persons are known to have been lost;
John Kerman, the mail agent, and the colored
barber. A. N. Simpson second clerk and one of
the pilots saved themselves by leaping from the
hurricane roof into the river and were picked
up. The boat had a cargo of some 300 tons of
general merchandise and a large number of
mules and hogs, all of which were lost. About
4 o'clock the boiler exploded jarring the whole
city. The boat was owned by the Memphis A
tit. Louis Packet Company and was valued at
$40,000.
