ifow 1 Southern Gentleman Died to
the World.

1t was cxactly twenty-eight years to a day on
the 20th of last December that Wiley William
was sentencol to the Joastern Penitentiary, for
“safe keeping'” by Judge Kiog. Very soon
Williams will pass in his checks, and his spirit
will go to the unknown world. ‘Thatit is a cer-
taioty in the oear [uture this map, L0 Wivia
the greater part of his life has been a blank, ix
fully aware, Williaws was placed in the poo-
itentiary not as a convict, but to keep bim
from doing mischief. e bad shot Dr. Kirk-
bride, the chief of the Pcnnsylvania Hospital
for the losana, in the head, aod the bullet,
which was driven Lwenty-eight years ago into
the head of the celebrated doctor, still remains
ia its original position although it does ot in
(erlere with his heaith, Williams now has
the distingnished position of being number oni
on the books of the penitentiary, his name
leading off the long list ol eriminals who are
inearcerated in (hat institution, although he
is pot considered as 2 eriminal and pever was.
Wiley Williams is the son of the late Judge
Williars, who resided near Athens, Georgia,
and who was at one time a leading citizen of the
State. [le was possessed of immense plaotatioos,
and was a large slave owner. 1lis children were
brought up according to Southern ideas, At sev-
enteen yearsof age Wiley was sentto noe of the
best colleges in Conncoticut, to reeeive an edn:
cation befitting the son of a man of wealth, e
remained at his studies but a short time, and
geizing the first opportunity went to sea, He
took passagze on a whaler to eratily his love of
adventure and determination of seeing the
world. He did pot find in the real hie the
gilded amusement which the tales ol” romavee
had pictured. Nevertheless, he travelled over
a good part of the globe, and fioally landed oo
sn island in the South Pacific, where he fell
into the hands of United States Consul.—
This official communicated with Wiley's par-
ents, and by their dircetion the wayward son
was sent back to New York, and finally fouod
his way to the pateroal roof. e had not been
at home long before his father discovered that
Wiley’s miod was impaired, so he was sent fo
the Pennsylvania llospital for the losave, in
this city. .
In this iostitution he remained for some
time, but finally beeame provoked at Dr. Kirk-
bride, heczuse that gentleman would not allow
him to visit some friends in Baltimore. Wil-
liaws beeame obstinate and determined to carry

—F out his desires, despite striot orders to the cou-
trary. Seizing the opportunity onc night he

sealed the walls surrounding the grounds, took
a {rain to the Monumental City, and, alter
making a round of his scquaintances, returoed
to the hospital. lostead of returniog to his
qaarters, he took a position in a large tree,—
Dr. Kirkbride was passing through the inclo-
sure in the morning, Suddenly the loud report
of a gnn was heard, and the doctor fell to the
around wounded, the bullet entering his head.
Williams then came down {rom the tree, and,
walking up to tho doctor, he said: “You took
occasion to insult me, and, as a Southern gen-
tleman, 1 determioed to avenge the iosult,”’
"'he would be murderer then surrcadercd
bimself, and it was found that the injaries sus-
taioed were fortunately slight. ‘The doctor re
paired to tho office of Colonel Charles Thomp-
son Jones, who was then aJustice of the Peace,
and mado a deposition, charging Williams with
as«ault apd battery with intcut to kill, n
this he was sent to Moyamensing Prison, and
in due course of time was tried. The jury re-
turned a verdiet of insanity, and oo tho 20th
day of December, 1819, Judge King directed
that Williams should be confined in the Iast-
crn Ponitentiary for safe keeping. This order
bas been obeyed with a veogeance, although
the prison autboritics would long ago have been
glad to release their ward, Upto the breaking
out of the rebellion, Williams’ father cootrib
ated money enough to pay for his son’s keep,
but the emancipation proclamation of President
Lincoln set his slaves free and impoverished
the Judge. The contributions ceased alter
that date, although a brother of the inearcerat-
od map, at various times gent sums ol money
North to his unlortusate relative.  Wiley Wil
liars was bequeathed a large plaatation by his
father, but the trustecs who are managing it
for him always replied, in answer to inquirtes,
bat it y7as not paying, and there was no money
for the owner. Although perfeotly harmless
sone of the riends or relatives of the unfortu
pate man wiil hecome responsible for bim, so
there is vo recourse lelt the inspectors of the
Penitentiary but to adhere to the original order
of the Court.

Williams is now seventy years of age and
deerepit. He 15 last {ailing in health, and
death will soon elzim him for ity own. el
not confined to a coli, but for some years has
had the privilege of the yard. Tha old man
expresses but one desies, and that i (o be
taken to Georgin “‘fo dis on the old planta.
tion.”” **Do you think they will send for me?”
ke frequently asks of the inspectors, as he sits
droamily in his well-known cheir, where Jue
spends hour after hour, apparent'y lost in deep
meditation. 1 should like to die in (Jeorgia.”
lic always inquires of strangers, “What's the
news from the South?”’ and with the charac
teristics of a man whose whoic hcart i centred
in one section of the country and its peculiari-
ties Wiley Williams jsa livinz vkeleton of a
“Sauthera gentieman,”’

The wman's memory i+ vemarkahle, Thires
years ago Dr. Kirkbridge snd Dr. Kervin
visited tho ’enitentiary, gnd at the riqguest of
Unlanel .}ones, oue of the inspectors, called on
Williams. “Whois this¢" said Coloncl Joney,
laging hiz hiaad cun Dr. Kirkbridge, *‘That ix
Dr. Kirkbridge—-1 koow him,”" said Williams.
The twn men had not scen each other for
twenty five yeurs previous to this, Cooversa-
tion turped on the cvent which brought Wil
liams to his living tomb, when lie cxelaimed,
in a dignified sort of wWsy: “Well, L gave the
Doetor my word us2 Southero gentleman that
it be did not let mo out 1 would punish him,
and g0 1 Qid.”"— Philadelplia Record.
