warrants from Justio Nalls against Harricoo
Jacobs, C. M. Griffin, Wm. Triplett, B. F
Dutton, Washington Fisher, H. P. Taocill and
John Ostendorf, charging them with violatiog
the Sunday law by keepiug their shops open
and pursaiog their usual avooation oo that day.

All of the parties appesred before Ju;v:-mep
Nalls, Padgett and Lovejoy at the former's of
fice this moraing. They did oot deny the
shaving on Sunday, but olaimed that it was a
work of necessity, aod hence did not come
within the prohibition of the law. The Jus
tioes decided to require each of the accused to
pay s fine of two dollars and costs amouating to
$1.20, from which deoision Mr. Jacobs, for all,
appealed to the judgment of the Qorporation
Court. The accused parties also saed out
s warrant sgaiost Oollinsworth and Dula
py, for the aame offense, and claim that
they will be able to show that Bunday work was
done in their shops also. Dalaoy coofessed
judgment, and Collinsworth’s ocase has net
yot been tried. Considerable exocitemeut,exists
between the rival parties and further develop-
ments may be expected.

Tae CANAL.—The Cumberland Alleganian
has the following items of canal news :—

“Superintendent Willison hss ordered the
lumber for the repair of the basia wharf, which
is now owaed by the canal company, sad work
‘will be begun immediately. N

“The repairs aloog the line on this divieion
are progressiog rapidly, and water will be 1o by
the 10th of April, unless incessant rains shall
lprevent work.,

“The Potomac wharf has been surrendered
by the canal company, sod it will be uoder the
managemeont of its owners the present seasoo.

“Ag goon as the river falls a little more work
will be commenoced at the late big break below
this city by placiog about 400 feet of crib aloog
the river bank to protect the tow path, which
is 25 feet high, from the severe washing of the
river at the bend in the high water.

“The work at Dam No. 4 has been retarded
by high water, though it will ot ioterfere with
oavigation. While the river is full the dam is
oot necessary; and as soon as it falls the key
-rib will be placed, and the stone work oan be
done at leisure.

“The oanal will be in order by the time the

This is the first out-and out
temperance orew that has left that town for
tho past twenty years.

Tug HuroN DEAD.—The sieamer Jane
{ Moscly, which arrived here yesterday morniog
‘irom Norfolk, had among her freight sixty four
‘coffios, oontainiog the bodies ot those persone
lost by the Huron disaster which bad been
exhumed from their temporary resting place
on Currituck Besch. They were landed by
the Moseley at Shepherd’s, opposite this city,
whence they were conveyed to the Nuval Acade-
my at Aopapolis, where they were fioally inter

red with the honors of war, in the presence of
a large oonocourse, composed of the officers and
cad!rl!m of the Naval Academy and oitizens gen

erally,

RAN INTO THE WHARF,—The steamer Jaoe
Mosely, of the Norfolk iine, was detaioed at
Washiogton, yesterday eveniog, by ao acoident
to her boiler, aod it was not expeocted that she
would make her reguiar trip. About 9 o'clock
last night, however, she came down, avd, there
beiog o light on the wharf, the pilot missed
his caloulation and struck the upper end of the
pier, splittiog a pile in balf aod oarrying away
a part of the planking.

Toe AQUEDUCT BRIDGE.—A meeting of
citizons of Alexsndria avd Hairfax couaties
was held last Wednesday night at Waiker's
sohool house, near Ball's cross roads. Specobes
and resolutions demunciatory of the tax
placed on passengers crossing over the Aque
duct were made. Several pluns were suggested
by whioh this tax might be avoided, bus
nothing definite was accomplished. It is pro-
posed to hold another meeting soon.

Plain Talk.

The Washington correspondent of the New
York Tribune says :—"*The filliog of the va
eancy in the office of register of the Treasury
.8 suid to have been the causs of quite a lively
soene in the office of Seoretary Sherman yester-
day. Tuesday evening Representatives Harry
White aod Jobhn M. Thompson, of Pennsylva-
nia, called upon Secratary Sherman to urge the
appointment of John Sullivan, of Peoosylva-
pia. The Stcretary asked them why they did
not call on the President, Yesterday morolog
they did so, and the President listened to what
they had to say, making notes, as is his custom,
and asking in regard to the qualifications of dif
fercat persons. The gentlemen then weot to See-
retary Sherman’s uffice, and were greatly as-
tonished to learn from the Secretary that the
President had appoioted Mr. Scofield Tucsday,
and at the time of their visit had in his posscs-
sion a telegram Irom that geotlernan, acceptlcg
the position.

General White then vehamently demanded
why they had not been told this before, and
said such treatment was discourteous. Ie add-
ed, *'If you persist in treating us io this mao-
ner, can you wooder at any estrangement be-
tweon members of Congress and the Exeou
tive ? ILf this is the character of your dealing,
whera do you expeot support to come from "

Mr. Sherman replicd that he thcught the
administration had done well for Penoeylvania,
whereupon Mr. Thompson blurted out, **Wh
in h—I have you done for us ?”

The Secretary, looking astusished, mention-
ed the names of Welsh aud Taylor,

Mr. Thompson said that he would like to
know who in Pcenpsylvania was ruspoosible for
those appointments, and added : “*We thiuk
you will pay the penalty for trampliog upon
tho people whose support you will want.”

Gon. Wkite then said again: *'1 want an
answer to my question. Why were we not io-
form%d’ofthis uppointment without beiog trifled
with 7'

The Secrotary replied : *We did not koow
that Mr. Scoficid would acoept.”

“Yes," said Geoeral White, *'but the ap-
poiniment was already made when we first
called upew you.”

Mr. Thompson horo spoke up sgain aod
said : *'It looks much asif this were pothiog
but a lying, bypocritical and trifling administra
tion. Let’s go.”” Wheroupoo the two repre-
sentatives turoed upon their heels and left.

This report of this spicy conversation having
been printed broadcast over the country, and
especially io Peopsylvania, by Mr. Keim, the
Washiogton correspoudent of the Pluladelphia
Press, Scerctary Sherman authorizad a donial
of its correotness, characterizing it as ‘'a gross
misrepresentation,” He says io tho denial :

“No such language was used by the gentle-
men as stated. At the time the gentlemen
oalled upon the President Mr. Scofield’s ac-
ceptance bad not been received by him. The
Sceretary informed the gentlemeon at once of
the acceptance, which he had just receiv.d.”

The confusion of pronouns io this denial may
be another diplomatio stroke ; but the average
reader will reocive the impression from ic that
the “*him’’ in the next to the last sentence un-
doubted!y refers to the President. It so, Gen,
White was right in his declaration that he and
his fricnd bad been deceived, aod it looks very
much as if Mr., Sherman was decidedly wroog
when he declared **We did not koow that Mr.
Sehofisld would aceept.”’

As regards the correctoess of the foregoing
report of the conversation between Messrs.
White and Thompson and the Secretary, Mr.
Keim, the correspondent alluded to above,after
takiog every possible step to get at the trath,
telegraphs to his journal as follows ;

“(Jonsidering that an attempt has been made
by the geoerai pressdispatches to discredit your
correspondent’s dispateh respecting the langu-
age used and fecling exhibited by Representa
tives White and Thompson before Sceretary
Sherman, oo accouat of the treatment they re-
ocived from him, 1t is only ncoessary to state
that the facts and pbrasiog of the dispateh
were from actual dictation of parties preseut,
and contaioned but a portion of what was nar-
rated.

“When the representatives meotioned to
many of their fellow members on the floor their
treatment and thelr action in the matter they
were warmly coogratulated, and it was stated if
other representatives of the peeple who had
received similar treatment had adopted the
game oourse there would doubtless have been
a batter understandiog between Congress and
the Executive before this, The parties to
night reiterate the geveral correctness of the
statement published.”

In the Senate, to-day, a communication was
received from the President of the United States
in relation to Chisa’s claims,

Memorials in opposition to the reimposition
of the income tax were presented.

A pumber of private bills w-re ictroduced,

A bill grantiog a pewsiou to Gencral Katon’s
widow was passed,

Thomas Crawfurd, of the Mexioan war, was
restored to the peusion toll, and Funoie E.
Ricards, of Maine, was grauted a peusion, A
pension was also granted to General James
Shi-lds.

A bill to provide for the sale of the reserva-
tioo of the Qstoe and M ssouria and the Sao
and Fox lodiaps, in Kausas and Nebrarka, was
considered and passed.

THE ALEXANDRIA TOSTMASTER.

In the senate Committee on Pustoflices to day
the nomination of W. N. Barkloy as postmaster
at Alexandria, Va., wis called, but in the aba
sonce of Messrs. Uonuver and Builey, considera-
tion was postponed till next Thursday, It is
now suid ihst 1the probabilities are that an ad-
verse report will be made on the nomination by
the committee.
