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Charlottesville and the University:

A wiiter in  The Interior (Chicago) gives
some intcrzsting facts about Charlottesville and
the University of Virginia:

In our winter rambles in the Old Dominion
we have found few spots that have morc deeply
interested us than this vencrable town of
Charlottesville. [t is among the oldest towns
in the State, having becn named after Queen
Cherlotte, the wife of King George III, in
the old colonial times, but incorporated as the
county seat of Albcmarle county in Novem-
ber, 1761; and the old court house completed
the followiag year, though quaint and oldex,
still stands on the nerth eside of the publio
equare in the ecntre of the town, where it has
served its purpose alrcady for over a century,
and is likely Lo serve it stiil for ycars, if pot
for a century to come.

But what perhaps, morc than aught else,
renders Charlottesville so full of interest to
every Amcrican, is that here, almost within
sight of cach other, were the homes of three
suocessive Presidents of the United States—
Thomas Jefferson, James Madison, and James
Monroe; and if Virginia bears the name of the
“Mother of Presidents,” surely Charlottesville
13 worthy of being styled the “Home of Pres-
idents.”” On Monroe Hill, which now forms
a part of the grounds of tho University of
Virginia, a mile west of the town, still stands
the o!d Monroc mansion, now occupied by
Prof. Thomas R. Price, of the University,
where President Monroe once resided.
Madison’s home was about 26 miles distant
from Charlottesville just beyond the Iast
Mountain to the northeast of the town, in
Montpelier in Orange county, ncar the bordez
of Albemarle, amid its own picturesque scencry.
But with no name is Charlottesville more in-
timately connected than that of Thomas Jef'
ferson, whose alwost world renowned home-
stead, which he named Monticello (pronounced
Monte-chello, from the Italian, little mountain),
is situated about three miles to the east of the
village on the crest of the eastern horn of
Crescent Mountain, and commands onc of the
finest views in the State. To strangers it
forms a leading®attraction, and but for the
sadly dilapidated state in which it now stands,
with absolute ruins in prospect, might so con-
tinue long.

Ounc feels as if treading on hallowed ground
at almost every step in these parts. In Vir-
ginia, sleep the remains of perbeps more of the
distinguished men whose names are household
words the continent over, than in any other
State. Since visiting this time honored
locality, the vistas of by-gone times have been
brought more in the actual present than we
have had there since the days when we sat ab
the fect of old Revolutionary soldiers and
heard their thrilling tales of tho ‘“war that
tricd men's souls.”” At least two persons are
still residing here who have scen three presi-
dents together in these streets, the venerable
librarian of the University, William Werten-
backer, who is the soul surviving appeintee of
Jefferson in the University service, and the
only librarian the institution has ever had, and
Col. James IF. Fry, of Charlottesville, to
whom we had the honor of a personal intro-
duction a few days sincc. Meny arc the
anecdotes and incidents rclated by the elderly
residents here of former scencs, and wone is
more thoroughly posted in the traditionary
lore of the region than James Alexander,
Esq., who started and for many ycars pub-
lished the Charlottesville Jeflersonian here,
and who has been a resident of the place nearly
ever since the death of Jefferson, wh osc mem-
ory he cherishes.

The University was the foster child of
Thomas Jefferson, and formed his ideal of
what a University should be, and bears bis
impress in all its leading features. It is per-
haps as complete in its design as any gimilar
institution, cmbracing al' the departmicnts
usually found in any University, with one ex-
ceptioe: it has no theological department. T'his
was intentional; it was in fact Jofferson’s ex-
press restriction, Ile had, as is well koown,
his own ideas of theology as a pr.rt of a liberal
education; and though he was not, as some
have classed him, an infidel, for he wasa mem-
ber in regonlar &t2zding in the Kpiscopal
Chureb, and even a vesiryman, as the reoorcs
of the Church in Chsrlottesvillo will attest,
yet he insisted that religion, or rather sccla-
rianism and education were to be kept dis-
tinct.

There on the
cast and almost at the observer's feet lies
Charlottesville, with its scattering au!mrb
reaching even to the outer wall of the Univer-
sity grounds. Here the cresent with its horns
pointing to tho north and cast; apd.yonder, far
away strctches the scemingly limitless Bluo
Ridge all along the western horizon like banks
of blue clouds lying in undulating outline
along the sky. From the dome, too, the best
views of the University grounds and buildings
are gained. The low, one story dormitories
for the students stretch like two greab srud
southward from the rotunda, asit faces a wide,
open lawn to the south.
