THE EASTERN QUESTION.

Reports are ourrent at Vicona of fresh oom-
plications in Roumania. It is stated that the
Russian Bleventh Army Corps has been pressed
torward during the past week so as to entirely
ieolato Bucharest from Little Wallachia, where
the Roumauiao army is concentrated.

The Russian diplomatio represcatative used
every effort to prevent Prince Charles from go-
ing to the army, but the letter’s position Liss

been rendered iatolevable by the military and
political conirol assumed by the Russiaps in
tke capital and throughout the country. 1t is
asserted that the Russians are urging the Rou-
manians to refase to pay taxes aod to dethrone
Prinos Charles, whom they denounce as a Ger;,
man and a Catholie, but that popular feeliog i3’
entirely in sympathy with the Prince. The
Roumanians are looking anxiously to Austria,
who docs not seem disposed, for the present,
at least, to go beyond the conosntration of troops
and strengthening of fortresses on the Transyl:
vanian frootier.

Austrian occupation ¢f Bosoia seems to be
talked about as a foregeoe conelusion. lnsome
quarters it is regarded as part of a comprehen-
sive scheme for the settlement of the Eastern
question, but the Austriaos themselves claim
that it i3 ap cconomic nceessity to get rid of
the Bosnian refugees without again subjecting
them to outrages of the Mohommedaos and
rendering Bosoia the scene of repewed civil war
and rapine. Besided the expenses of maintain-
ing the refugees, the latter are now becomiog
difficult to control. They are committiog nu-
merons depredations ia Croatia, Numbers of
them have been found with breech loaders,.—
Stringent measures bave been adopted for re-
straining and disarming them.

Ia the Huogarian Chambers yesterday Mr.
Ti:za, the Premier, stated duriog the diccus-
sion on the vote of 60,000,000 florins that the
government only guarded the ioterests of Aus-
tro Huogary, for the sake «f which several
points in the ireaty of San Stefano must be
modified. ‘*Asour interests,’” he said, ‘'are
alsy the interests of Eurepe, we will defend
them with Europe peacefuily if we c2o; if not,
by otber means.”’

A dispatch from London says: ‘The greatest
scereey 15 being moiclaiced regarding Count
Schouvaloft's visit, Many versions and various
explanations are current in 8t. Petersburg and
elsewhere, but they are doubtless more or lees
plausible hypothests,

A epeoial from St. Petersburg ssys a rumor
is spreading that Koglaud is sending 30.000
men from Iodia to Lake Vap, to threaten Rus-
sians oo the Cecasus, This peeds copfirma-
tion.

Io the Austrian Reichsrath yesterday Prince
Auersperg, President of the Austrian Cabinet
Cougeil, in reply to au interpellation respecting
the alleged intention to occupy Bosnia asd Her
zegovina, said the views of the Goveroment
were ncchaoged either regarding the-cod or
the means. The (overoment, while striving
to seoure in Bosoia and Herzegovina a state -of
thiogs which would prevent a periedioal recur:
rence of disturbances which ivjure Austria, has
pever iotonded to withdraw the question from
the coneideration of the coogress which may be
convoked for the settlement of the Eastern
question, They bave never sought to solve this
part ¢f the questicn by co-operation with any
siogle power, All reports to the contrary aro
unfounded. .

A dispateh from St Petérsburg says :—TIhe
Ewmperor alone holds out for war, and it was
with the idea of briogiog frosh icfluenee to bear
on him that a pretext was devised to briog back
Count Schouvalioff, whois known to be in favor
of a peaceful .soitlement, Count Schonvaloff
came and has had several interviews with 1he
Czar, poiatiog out the advantages of an amioa-
ble sattlement that wounld enable Russia to con-
solidate her corquests and prepare for futuro
emergencies, He has not as yet sucoeeded in
making any impression on the Kmperor’s mind,

although aided by the fact that the Empress is

in favor of peace. The Emperor thioks that
the influencs and dignity of Russia would suiffer
if sho conceded what Euglaod demands, and
that England would gain correspondingly. He
is, therefore, williog to take the chanoes cf
a protractsd war, so that if Eagland expeots
to gain her poiot it must be at enormous sao-
rifices of blocd and trcasure, which will make
the gain as dear a8 possible. Count Schouva:
loff found His Msjosty very determined, and
not disposed to yield a single point to England.
He isfully convinced of his ability to hold his
own, and to make Eagland a considerable loser
by aoy resort to actual war.

LoxDpoN, May 15,—A special dispatoh {rom
Constaatinople to the Times says:—''General
Toledben declares that unless the Turkish com-
missioners induce the iosurgents to disperse,
he will adopt severa repressive measures,’’

A telegram from Batoum states that a con-
centration of seven thousand armed Mussalmen
inhabitants at Lazistan, in the Ardanutoh dis-
trict, has compelled the Russians to retreat and
that the rapid gathering of armed bands renders
untenable the Russian positions at Livona and
on the Chorak river. )

The City Council held its regular semi-month-
ly meetiog last night.
BOARD OF ALDERMEN,

This Board met at eight o’clock with six
members preseot and one other subsequently
came in,

The resolution for repairing Franklin street
above Fairfag street coming up, sundry amend
meots were offered,

Mr. Armstrong thought the whole expense
a very uscless one aathere were very few houses
where the improvement was contemplated. Ii
the city had any money to spend, it had better
be used higher up the street. He did not think
that the amount proposed (3500) would begin
to do the work, il an arch was to be built,

Mr, Smoot said that Mr, Graves had built a
fioe store therc and complsined of the bad con-
dition of ihe street. It was not proposed to
build an aroh across the whole street.

Mr, Armstrong agsio opposed the resclution
.and said tbar it it was passed the property
holders on Gibbon street would demsaod the
same thing. He thought the cxpenditure a
wasteful one.

1 Col. Reid moved to Isy the resolution over
until the pext meetiog for more light.

Mr. Smoot said the people in the Iirst ward
all paid their toxes regulsr'y and bad asked for
very little io return. I'be wooden bridge at
the point named had cost a good deal for repairs
avd weuld soon require more. He would oot,
however, oppose Lhe postponemeant,

Mr. Downtam and the President copourred
with Mr, Smoot &8 to the small amouot of
money used on the strects in the First ward,

Theresolution was then laid over,

The Salary biil comiog up as unfinished busi
ness,

Moasers, Reid and Armstrovg were preezed-
icg at leogth to discuss somo of the provisions
of the bill when they were ruled out of order
by the Presidest and the question tsken oo a
motion to postpone, whieh was lost.

Mr, Armsirong moved to fix all the salaries
ag at present, 1t the Council were determioed
to tquaecze the peopletodeath, then he thought
that the cfficcholders had better have the
money, thao some other people.

The pendiog question beiog cxemptiog oapi-
tal employed in manufactories from’ taxation,

Mr. Hill called attootion to a summary of
certaia branches of manufaoturing busioess, in
Baltimore, all classes of which could be carried
on here. e ipstaneed 704 cstablishments,
which employed 13,000 hands, payiog them
$3 630,000 in wages apoually, In theso cstab-
lisbmets only $5,255,000 was invested, snd yet
they produced values to the amount of $15,-
380.000. Now oalculating four persons in each
employeo’s family, there would be 52,000 per:
sons, & basis for taxation of far more impor-
tance than the five miilions invested in maou-
factories. Mr. [liil instanced the following
trades in operation in Baltimore. He gava the
following statistics of the industries of Balti-
more, ccosus of 1870: Agricultural imple-
ments, boots and shoes, wocden hboxes, car
riages, olothing, (men’s,) caoned {ruit, furnitare,
iron, (fored,) sash, (blinds,) cigars, and woolen
goods, 704 ; baods cmployed, 13,835 ; capital
invested, $5 255 780 ; wages paid, $3,630,045 ;
products, $15,380 276. e mentioned as work-
men supported largely and direotly by man-
ufactories, macbinists, wagon builders, harness
makers, blacksmiths, carpenters, and box mak-
ers, and indireotly they benefitted general deal-
ers io merchandise throughout the ramifications
of business, The mapufacturer must needs
pay freight to transportation lines. Kach hand
he employs probably represents four other per:
8008 ; these persons require house room, school
room, food aod olothiog. Kach hand is a tax-
payer, and their labor needs bring strangers to
buy, whose money i8 ieft to increasc and maul-
tiply itself in our midst, A gentleman had
to-night said to him, “if you maoufacturers
are exempt, we grocers should be exempt,”” but
after a talk ot fiftteen minutes he had convinced
kim that the policy was right, fle hoped that
this matter would be referred to some coramit-
teo or commission that they might call the at.
tention of manufacturers abroad to the advan-
tages of Alexandria, and instead of abolishiog
this privilege invite others to share it, This
would be a better way of relieving the city
from debt than a refusal to levy more than 50
¢2nts on the dollar.

Mr. Latham regretted exoceediogly that he
was compelled to speak again on this subjeot,
1t rao through his miod that be (Mr. Hill)
ought to be a poet. Hie imagioation was too
vivid for ordinary matters.
