tary.

Rudolph Massey asked if oo one could be
gotten, outside of the family?

R. C. Armstrong then declised.

A. W. Armstrong was also pomioated, but
said he should prefer not. Various other per
sons wera then nominated, iocluling several of
the spectators, but all deolined. )

Finally, R, C. Armstroog said, that if 0o ooe
elso would serve, ha would, and he was there-
upon eleoted. )

Oa motion of J, MoK, Ware, the Chair was
direoted to appoint & committee of twaive to
make nominations for the general tioket.

George Noland objected to the Chrirman ap-
pointing but was informed that he wastoo late,
and the motion was declared carried.

The Secretary then produced from Lis pocket
a list of committeemen, who were promptly
appointed by the Chairman, but upou calilog
them over, it was found that ooly seven were
present. Thereupon the list was filied up and
the committee retired. The Chairman sub
sequently retu-ned aod reported that ooe of
these appoiatad, declined to sarve.

Somebody moved to put James A. Braoob,
colored on the eommittee, butobjeotion was made
that he was a conservative, whereupoo the po
litical standiog of various other members was
quostioned,

The motion was voted dowo and avother
name added to the committeo, whioh, as Gaaily
oonstituted, was composed of Jucob M. H:ish-
ley., A, W. Armstronz, Thomas Tascii, J.
McK. Ware, S. P. DaVaughn, Robert Gaines,
Eiward Evans, John Hawxhurst, Wm. M.r
kell, Henry Lowis, Wm. Colston and Havuilial
Kiog.

Duriog the absence of the commities calls
were made for C. F. Markell, who, howevar,
declined to speak untii after the committee re-
ported. )

R. C. Armstrong then commenced to faget,
and after several attempts succeeded in ex'raot-
iog from that posket (the same one which had
aiven forth the committee list) & bundle uf
waauseript, which frightened those around the
tuble and caused pumerous protests agaiost the
readiog toereof. He was not to be deterred by
