Tae Bisgor oF LicHFIELD.—The an-
nouncement is officially made of the appoint.
ment of the Rev. William Dalrymple Msc-
lagan, Vicar ot Kensington to the se¢ of Lich-
field, in succession to the late Bishop Selwyn.
The new bishop was the son of Dr. Maclagan,
a much respected physician in Edinburgh, one
of the Presbyterian ruling eldersofSt. George's
church, Charlotte Square. In early life he
served as an officer in the Indian army, but he
left the service owing to bad health, and en-
tered at St. Peter's College Cambridge, where
be graduated in 1856, and was ordained by
the present Archbishop of Canterbury, when
Bishop of London, on the strong recommend-
ation of some of his Grace’s Sooteh friends.
Mr, Maclagan’s first curacies were thoee of St.
Saviour'’s, Paddiogton, and St. Stephen’s,
Marylebone; and in 1860 ho was selected by
Bishop Tait(it is understood on the recommends-

tion of the late Bizhop Cotton, who had known
him wheo in India) for the secretaryship of
the Diocesan Church Building Society. Io
1865 he was appointed to the sole charge of
Ecfield, and in 1869 he was presented by
Lord Hathericy to the living of 8t. Mary,
Newington, the previous vicar having beoen
non-resident owing to the sequestration of the
living. It wasin this important parish that
Mr. Maclagan's remarkable powers of organi-
zation, and his unfailing tact eod judgment
which sccured to him the sympathy and good
will of all parties, were brought more promi-

nently into notice. The new bishop of Lich-

field was prebendary of St. Paul's Cathedral,
chaplain to the Biskop of London, and honor-

ary chaplain to the Qaecn. It will be remem-

bered that on the last vacancy in the Metro-

politan sce of Calcutta the Dlarquis of Salis-

bury offered it to Mr. Maclagan, whe, after

consultation with his physician, was compelled

to decline it.

—The Presbytery of Cincinnati has passed
a series of resolutions deploring the growing
disposition among Christian people “tofall into
worldly habits in regard to rcereations and
amusements, and some questionable oustoms
of social life.” It deprecates ‘“‘attendance
upon theatres and operas; the visiting of the
ball zoow; the use of the card table in tho
social oircle, and other practices allied to
these;” and having notioed with surpriee “tbat
in some benevolent enterprises, professedly
under Christian auspices, resort has been had
to theatrioal exhibitions, charity balls and other
reprehensible expedients for the purpose of rais-
ing funds,” it counsels its people “to, avoid
complicity, in such proscedings or responsibility
for them.’ There is certainly a good deal of
lax sentiment among Chiristian people on these
points, and to stir them up on the subjeot will
hardly do any harm.— Ghriztian Union.
—0Oae of the most importast oolleotious of
autographs in the world, that of the late Swe-
dish consul, J, H.W. Wagaer, ir shortly to be
sold in Berlio, Almost all the prominent
members of the reigoing families of Europe,
from the cnd of tho fiftcenth century up to
the present time, are represented by auto-
graphs. Thus, for instance, the monarchs of
Kogland, from Henry VI down to Quoen
Viotoria and Prince Albert, also Mary Queen
of Scots, and Oiiver Cromwell, coatribute
their signaturcs. But tho line is not drawn
at royalty, Almost every celebrity in the do-
main of art, literature, politics, and war is
represented by ono or more autographe. To
pame & few at random, there are Sir Walter
Scott, Swift, Byron, Milton, Ben Jonson,
Shakespeare, Wolsey, Washiogton, Melanc-
thon, and Lotd Burleigh.—~ May/fair.

The Morning Poat says that daring tho last
year nearly 145 members, inoluding the Hon.
and Rev. Canon Courtenay, the Rev. Cosby
White, and the Rev. F. H. Murray, of Chisle-
hurst, have retired from the Society of the
Holy Cross. The warden, the Rev. F. L.
Bagshawe, of 8t. Barnabas, Pimlico, is re-
ported to be dangerously ill. Somo persons
hold that so considerable a seccesion of mem-
bers must break up the Socicty. However,
Mr.Canon Carter, of Clewer, is making an
attempt to revise its constitution, astep strong-
ly opposed by Mr. Mackonochie and his im-
mediato allics. This point stands first on
the agenda paper for consideration next week,
and is giviog rice to anxiety amongst the
Ritualists.
