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In the Senate, to-day, Mr. Withers prevented
the consideration of a resvlution declaring it un
wise to reduce the tax on tobacco. Mr. Beck
sp skein favor of prohibiting the redemption of
the public debt further now. He said the Sec-
retary of the Treasury was daily violating the
law by appropriating funds for redemption and
should ba impeachad, and that the revenues
this year were $10.000,000 less than last. Mr.
Bayard addrescel the Scnate in opposition to
the bill to prevent the further retirement of
greenbacks.

In the House of Representatives the Bismark
and Black Hiils railroad bill was not passed, as
objection to its consideration was made. A bill
permitting an election for Congressmen in Cal-
ifornis, to be hold in Eeptembar, was passed.
The Army Appropriation bill was passed, the
amendment transferring the Indian Bureau from
the Indian to the War Department being agreed
to by fifteen majority. The amendment pro-
bibiting the use of any part of the army as &
posse comitatus was also mgreed to—aye: 130,

noes 117.

Mr. Potter, the author of the resolution for
iovestigatiog the presidential fraud, is a very
gongible man. He bad established for bimself
a repatation to that effect long before the pres-
ent Ooogress, and bis letter in regard
to tke pendiog iovestigation does not detract
from that reputation io the slightest particular.
To'the lotter referred to he implies, truly enough,
that the American people are not disposed to
internecine disorders aud bloodshed, and that
Mr, Hayes' inauguratioo, cootrary as it was to
the generally expressed seatiment of the couo-
try, was due to the timidity of those democrats
who bad the matter in charge, and to the su-
perior blufiog qualities possessed by the
radicals. The deinocracy certaioly contained
withio its raoks a msjority of the fighting
men of the couotry, but ihe radicsls bad posses
sion of the northern legislatures—the bedies
that raise and equip the State foroes—and by
harping upon that fact, threatening the use of
the ULited S:ates army, and—most potent of
all—suggestiog the probability of Gen. Graot’s
boldiog over in case of a resort to forcs, they
gucceeded in soaring the democrats into ac-
quiescing in the champion fraud of the century,
it oot of all previous time. They canoot, how-
ever, succeed io the same game twice, for the
spare is set io vain in the sight of the bird, and
though comparatively nobody wants Mr. Hayes’
term shortened, should the investigation result
in suoch exposures as would induaoce a proposi-
tion to that effect, it could be executed with as
little trouble as that which obstructed the
sucoessfal accomplishment of the fraud.—
If the demoocrsts have the fightiog and
the votiog strength, the radicals have the
money, and the spirit of communism is too
prevaleat for them to give it an opportunity
to show itself, as it would undoubtedly do were
they to commence a disturbanoe by offeriog re-
gistance to the execution of the laws of the
country.

There is some goou in every thing, and the
inspiring motive of every action of the average
Coogressman—to secure his re-election—may
therefore be the means of seouriog the gene

rally desired end—an early adjournment of

Congress, Forunearly cight mouths bas it piddled
along, doing but little, and that little redound
ing neither to the credit nor interest of the
oounetry, but,on the contrary, producing such a
fesling of uocertainty, that busioess has been
depressed snd labor kept from employment,
Now that Washington is becoming uncomfort-
ably warm, and their own individual concerns
require their presence at home, the members
imsgioe that 8 compliacce with the ory that
comes up from sll ssotions for an adjournment,
in order that the disturbed interests of the
country may have a rest, will atone for such
perpicious legislation as may be pushed through
duriog the last days of the session. Bat they

reckon without their host, for every one of

them will be called upoo for a striot account of
his stewardship, and but few will be able to
respond eatisfaotorily.

Coogress turned the care of the Indians over
to the War Dopartment yesterday, aod at the
same time cut down the army to twenty thous-
aod men. Locreased the servioe but diminished
the foree to perform it. This is on a par,
bhowever, with some of the other re-
treochments of the prssent Coogress,—
When the Indians commeace their almost an
pual wars, aod affairs on the Mexican border
become lively, both of which contiogenoies
will be rendered more probable by the dimiou-
tion of the army, the expense of organiziog and
equippiog the new regiments that will be re-
quired in censequence thereof, will greatly ex-
oeed the amount that the maiotenance of a
regular forcs of the proper strength would have
cost.

The wheat harvest this year will be sbout
two weeks carlier than usual. As the time for
it approaches it becomes daily more apparent
that the irjury the crop has sustained is by no
means a¢ great as has been reported, and that
the harvest will be the most abundact one
gathered in Virginia sinoe the war, The indi-
oations at preseot, however, are that though
the yield will be great the price it will briog
wiil be low, but as the value of everything else
has fallen in proportion, the farmers will have
0o just reason to cemplaio.

The Political Situation.
Mr. Clarkson N. Potter has written a letter
from Washiogton to a friend io regard to io
quiries as to the effect of the investigation reso-
lation, in which he says he agrees with him in
wishing Congress would adjouro; that the world
is guverned too much, aud that he sheuld be
glad to see the power of Congress over watters
of private and special legislation entirely cul
off ; that sioce much of the public legislation
proposed disturbs business and uosettles iadu:-
try he had proposed an amendment to the cuo
stitution fir biconial sessions of Covgress, but
it had not met wich soy favor.  Ochor scetions
of the country want curreney, ur subsidy, or
other legislation.
He denies the correctncss of the report that
Mr. Stepbeos was ‘‘*howled down,’’ as stated
in some newspapers, and ¢xplains that to inter-
rupt the peodiog order of Lusiaesy by a motioe
or astatement requires UuanimMOUS cu0SeLI, _ac.d
every member has the absoluie right to obj o,
Thus sometimes one person will preveot tbe
interruption; sometimes the desirs to preveot
it is general. It so happened that there wis a
very genera' nuwillingocss to hear Mr. S.eph
cos. He bad suggested the adoption cf the
Hale amendment. It was reporied that he
had given the republicans twenty two opames
who would follow bim in aoy motion of bis to
preveot investigation. About this he was
grossly mistaken. Wheo he (Mr. Potter) rosc
to make a proposition to Mr, Hale the repub
licsn outery prevented bis being heard. This
was sooounced by the press s an ‘‘interrup
tion.”” Mr. Stephens was head-lioed as “ihe
veuar‘sblc statcsman bowled down by Potter’s
mob,”’
Mr. Potter zoes on to say that the rcason
why Mr. Hale’s amcodment was not _atuached
to the originalresolution was because 1t Was oot
germape. An iuquiry 10to socom plished frauds
which changed rbe eicctoral vote i& prop:r to
prevent their repetition, but ao inquiry into
mere attempts at frand, whish rcsulted in
pothiog, is pot. It was understood also that
the amendmen:. contained recitals which would
bave foroed the democrats to vote agaiust their
owa resolution. Mr. Hule was offered every
opportuaity to have his ameodmcnt adopted
as a separate rescluiion, Agaio, tbe ivoorpo-
ration of the amendment might have had the
effeot of prevooting aoy report upon the resolu
tion, As it is tbe committee will probabiy
have but ome opportunity to report iu this
Congress. .

Io regard to the suggestion that to raise a
question sbout the Presideatial election will
briog on disturbances and revolution, Mr. Pot-
ter says : ‘‘Possess yourself in peace; there is
not the slightest ohance of revolution or dis-
turbance.”” He then refers to the time whun
the whole country was at fever heat and wheu
a way was found to establish a tribuoal to
pass upon the election, and every one submit
ted to that determination. Mr, Potter coo-
tinues :

“The President’s title rests upon that. If)
pow, it should appssr that there was fraud,
whioh palpably affceted the electoral vote, snd
which the commission did not noticz, and ifa
legal remedy exists for correotiog the error, you
caanot believe thatsueh a proceeding ueder the
law could lead to disturbauce. If there b
no such legal remedy existiog, aod Copgress
shonld hercafter, by the approval of the Presi
dent, or by two thirds of both bouses without
that approval, provide one, why shouid the l¢:
gal determination thereafter had avy wore pro-
duce disturbance thao the d:cision of the clec
toral commission did? It is exaectly because
thie is not Mexico, and becauss the pevple pre-
fer determinig questions by legal methods,
and if the legal methods have not beeo provi
ded, to iovent legal methods of determining
them, and to submit to the determination thus
arrived at, that this country caonot be Mexi-
canized 7"’

Mr. Fotter then refers to the duties and pow-
ers of Coogress to show that wheo the two
hcuses conld not agree upon a return—ouoe
preferriog one and the other the otber—uo
choice could be had, and the vote of that State
would be lost. It seemed to bim io 1876 that
this was so clear, and that the leading republi-
san Senators had so generally committed them-
gelves to this view in previous dizcussions, that
the democrats ought to stand ou that grouod
to declare that they would abide the sotion of
Coogress, would accept whomever the Congress
fouod to be eleoted, apd if the two houses
should fail to agree as to any return,and no elce
tion by electors should result, they would tbeo
abide the choice of the House of Rupresenta-
tives, the body authoriz:d by the coostitution
to eleot a President where there is no election
by the electoral college. Instead of doing this
they drifced aloog until at last the republieacs,
hewing all the while to the lioe, bad got the
democrats where vthey were ready to accept the
eleotoral commission, Haviog accepted it, of
course they were bouad to submit to its resu'ts,
but they ouxht at least to be allowed to show, if
sucb wes the fact, that the returos upon which
the commission passed were procurcd by fraud.

Mr, Potter says: ‘I admit that the presi-
dency is not worth a civil war, but I have not
believed there was any daoger of such a war,
The geoeration who charged up the heights
of Fredericksburg and deteaded the works at
Petersburg will oot go lightly into suother civil
stiuzgle. We must get years farther on be-
fore that will bappen. [ remember, after the
election, remarkiog to Gen, McDowell, that a
great mine might be exuvloded by a spark, to
which be answered, ‘'Yes, if the train beio
flammable, but this time the powder is wet.”
He was right. There never was danger of a
oivil war,”

“The whole thing was, as I thiok, a gigantio
game, in which we beld the cards, and the re
publicans bluffed us. Years heoce, when it is
remembered that we nceded only one electoral
vote, and that your side could not get on with-
out every one of the remainiog 17; that we had
300,000 popular majority; that our mejorities
w_re arcuud the capital,y. urs in New Eouglaod,
«be Nortbwest and the Pacifio coast; that the
moral sense of the country was that our man
was eleoted and yours oot; that you had noth
ing oo your side but the control of an army of
whioh ten thousand meas could not be got to-
gether, the privates mostly in sympatby with
us and commanded by officors educated to-un-
derstand the supremacy of the eivil over the
military authority, otficers, who, exceptiog the
leaders, Grant, Shermao and Sberidan, conld,
I believe, never have been generally used to
resist the deolaration of the House ot Repre-
sentatives, (L am told that this will appear oer-
tainly whenever the secret correspondence of
the War Department is revealed,) and that ycu
were laden down with the oare ot the national
oredit, the first shock to which would have ar
rayed against you all the moneyed iostitutions
in the country; that, under such conditions, I
say, your leaders contrived and were able to
oarry through the capture of all these seven
teen votes will be regarded as one of the great-
est political performances of history. I admit
the sucoess of the republican leaders, Having
lain down when the law was on our side and
when we ought to bave stood up, it is not for
us now to stand up as long as the law remains
against us, Bat you will ask whether, if there
be no daoger to public order from legal pro-
oeediogs, there may not be from action by Cor-
gress? No; no more than irom the action (f
the couris. Congress represents the people oi
the country, but does oot march before them.
It expresses, but does not anticipate their will,
Shoald fraud connected with the electoral count
appesr so gross and palpable that you and all
hooorable men should unite in denouacing it,
Congress might then take action. But, if 8,
what Congress might do, being the result or
the action of men of all parties of the great
body of tbe people, not of a party, would bz
effected quietly, certa'nly and withoat violeno:
or disturbance, In saying this I do not mea "
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that 1 expect the iuvestigation to be fullowed
by either lcgal or coogreassional activn.  What,
if anything, ¢hould be dooe because of the 1o
(uiry, must depend upon tho results of the
iwquiry. But I do wean that whatever ac-
tios, if aoy, should fullow the iavesugation,
guch ucticu cau weither disturb the order or
the prosperity of the couatry. )
“I'his ery of woil, wheo there 18 no woifj thia
offort to make it app. ar that there is daoger to
peace or order {rom this investigation is a re:
publican pretense, like the *oloody shirt”” jus-
(ifioation of carpet bag goveroment; like the
“public dunger’’ ¢xcus® advanced for tne ew-
forocment of Darcll’s infawous order, apd the
protectivn of the returving board by bayonels;
like the ory sct up alter the veleeton to preveot
agitation and to secure submission. We must
have a very sorry sort of popu ar governmcut
il Congress cappot even inquire iuto frsnds io
the ehoise of the execuive without eudanger-
iog the peace and prosperity ol the conutry.
“What theo, you ask i3 the purpose of the
investigation ? L aoswer to ascertain the faets,
so that if frauds be established 8 ropuiiion of
cuch frands mey be preveoted, and, if wot, v
cloar up the geeeral belief throug hout the coun
try that there were such fraulds”

Mr. Potter here refers to the military and
oivi devioes used by the republiczns 1o seeom
plishing fraud in the Svutbers States. He
gonoludes us follows :—

“I¢ has been said that there was pothiog
more coward!y than a millioo ot dollars except
.wo millivos,  This is patural, But it is the
mistake of capital to wzeoify the dangers oo
the enrtace snd_overlook thoso that lic below.
Just now your capitalists are troubling thew-
selves about the eommuae, and oppose the re
dauiion of the army, which tbey weuld bave

¢pt up as & naiional poiice. And yut in Do
great couctry of the world is there 8o little dac-
ger of GumILUBisW ax in this, fur wowh.re 1s
property so geoerally distributed. Bur capital
ists stuod by supineiy wheu the army was used
to proteet returniog beards in siflick the votes
of States and frustratiog the will o their people,
sod uoder the pretense of maistziving order te
subveert the very principles of free goversmeot.
Buiicve me io this there was real dauger. Gov
croments are based upon priveiples.”’

I'be theory of this goveroment is that the
people of the States shall chocse electors for
themselses, and that by the aggregate vete of
such electors tha pational executive shall be se
leated. To let the party iv puwer ioterfero by
foree of arius to protee: a loeal board io falsify-
ing the will of the localities is to subvert the
tbeery of this zov.roment and lead surely to its
destruction. Woatever may re:ult from the
proposed 1ovestigation you may be sure that
nothing can result that will disturb either your
fl;cks or your balances.  The trouble to eapital,
property and freecdom will ccme, pot, perhaps,
ip yeur time or mioc, but come at last from re-
fusivg to it quire into frauds. To confront the
evil, if you @way not right it, is to preveot it8
repetition.  To shut your eyes Lo it supincly is
to jeopard and oot to preserve the future peace,
«a!aty and prosperity of the cosotry.

Al
vhough Mr. Worsham was slwsys working with
an eye to business #s a notowcerthy fact it may be
mentioned that he invariably cautionad young
mon agsinst indulging in the game of chance.
He repestedly warned youths who had & pro-
pensity for bewing, but who had not yet learned
to ‘buck the tiger.’ to keep awey from the
gaming tabla. Alsu the pror e warned sgainst
throwing away their wmoney on the tiger. It was
only the rich he wanted.

We give this as a characteris'ic in his business
life, tor tbe public who never went into u faro
bank snd knew nothing sbout sporting matters,
knew the deceased a8 & kind hearted, generous
citizan,

When Mr. Worsham's death was made known
the escpression of sorrow on the purt of the
sportivg fraternity wss umiverssl. Hveryone
hud a good word to say for him, “He was as
good & mun as ever lived,” “I'he most accoms
plished ard influentisl member of the frateruity
has gone,”’“'sud healw:ys helped the poor,” were
expressions thut might nave been heard on the
street this morning.

Saturdsy evening, when it was known that
Mr. Worshsm could not live, the writer saw
an nld colored caterer who nad often worked
for him ard, with tears in his eyes, the old man
suid: *Yessir, I sm sbout to lose the best and
kindest friend I ever had.”

As is generally the case with ali men in the
gaming profesgion, Mr, Worsham, who hud made
duricg his eventful life fortune afier furiune,
died poor.— Richmond State.
