culture. Certain it is, that at the time releircd
to, the cultivation of peaouts was almost whol
ly ooofioed to tbo southern part of North Caro
lioa. Tbo prodnotion has rapidly increased,
and they are now raised iu large quantities io
most of the Southern and many of the WesternStates, and are now considered as one of
our prominent and staple articles of agriculturalproducts. During the civil war, the Southernpeople made a very nioe kind ol oil I rem
peanuts; and we have been toll that in the
warm countries east of us, wheo the i "live oil
crop fails, this oil is made to take i;s place.
