ALEXANDRIA P0OsTMASTERS,—The change
just made in the postoffice in this city is the
twelfth that bas been made since the postoffice
hera ceased to beunder the controlof the British
Crown. The ma‘'l began to pass this scetion as
carly as 1695, but there was uo mail system un-
til half a century after that day. The following
arc all the postmasters that have sarved here
gince 1776 2
=Robert McCrea, 1770
nce of the first settlers of the town, who bhad
been postal agent under the colonial mail sys-
tem. lle died in 1793. lle was a merohant
and earried on business here before the opening

of' tho present ceotury as head of the firm of

Robert MeCrea & Son.

James MoCrea, March 20, 1793, to 1801.—
He was the son of the last pawmed, and received
his appointment from President VWashiogton.

Dr. George W. Craik. January 1, 1801, to
1809, was the son of Dr, Jawmes Craik, who ac-
companied Col. Washington to the disastrons
defeat of Braddock. e afterwards in 1772
accompanied him on his visit to ’ittsburg, nod
was tho physician of Mount Veruon, b:ing first
sent for at the last illness of Washingtos, and
remaining to the end. Mr. G. W. Craik se1ved
during the entire term of Mr, Jefferson's ad-
ministration.

Col. George Gilpin, January I, 1300, to 1814,
was postmaster duriog the admiviatration of
President Madison. He had been an honorary
aid to Washington wheu hLe w.s appoioted
commander-in-chief for the war with Krance.
He was for many years the sarveyor ol the
town.

Thomas P, Gilpin, Japuary 1, 1814, to June
16th, 1814, filled the vacamey a shori tm®

only.

Josiah Watson, June 16, 1314, to 1521, Mr.
Wa:son was appointed by Mr, Madisou, He
was a prominecot citizen of venoerable appear-
anoe, and many of his decendants are now resi:
den's of Wasbington oity.

Daniel Bryan was appointed by President
Morroa April 1, 1821, to 1853. Me. Bryan
began ifo as the teacher af a sebool in the Val-
ley < f Virginia, He married adaughter ot Hoo,
Philip P. Barbour. He gaiocd eovsiderable
reputation even in Kogland asa poet by the
publication of *‘I'he Mouotain Muse,” aod
othir poems, and eojoyed the {riendship aud
correspondence of Bloomfield, the Koglish poet.
He was koown hera as a (uiet citizu, a geotle-
man of leasure, devoted o literature, Oae of
bis sons, Hoo. 1. B. Bryan, is now voe of the
Commissiooers of the Distriet of Columbia, and
his son in-law, HHon, Aadrew Wylic, 13 a Juastice
of its Supreme Court. Ile held the office dur-
ing the administrations oi’ Mouroe, Jobn Quiocy
Adams, Jackson, Vasbareu, Harrisou, f'yler,
Polk, Taylor and 1'ilmore.

Taroer V. Ashby, Marsh 1353, to 180).—
Moj. Ashby was a native of Fauuicr, but lor
mapy years eogaged in the dry goods busiacss
in this city. Ile was cLosen licutenant of the
Alexandrin Co., (Capt. M, D. Corse) of Col.
Hamtranck’s Virginia regiment io the Mexgicao
War.
nent advocate of retrocession. la 1861 he
resigned his position and left Alexandris when
it wag occupied by the Federal troops.

Wm.D. Massey, May 20,1861 to 1870, learned
the trade of a tailor in this city ; was promi
pent as a whig, and was ¢lictwards a lecading
member of the **American’ party, e served
in the General Assembly of the State, the Ciry
Couocii, ard as Mayor. After the sceession of
the State he adbered to the Usion, snd was
appoioted pestmaster by Mr. Liveole. te
died in 1870.

Nicholas P. Trist, July 9, 1570, uotil 1871,
was a resideot of New Jersey, He had beeo
Assistant Secrctary of State, aod had vegotisted
the treaty of Gaudaloupe idalzo, by which
N w Mexico and Calitornia were caded to the
U.ited States. e died here 1o 187}

Wmo. N. Berkley, Marah 5, 1871 fo 1575
Mr. Berkley had beea for many yeais a Kiog
streot dry goods merehani, aud a icadive wew-
ber of the Methodist Episcopal Churien-—a
geotleman of uublemished integrity, Winoing
geperal respeer,  [le adbered porch in the
ohureh division, snd was a Uotn s alter
secession. He was chosen Mayor about the
olose of the war, and re-clecied alier the wili-
tary had left the oity, dofeating the ¢inserva:
tive capdidate. Oa the death of Me. U'rist he
was seleoted by Geo. Graot to fill the position
of postmaster, which he has jast caased (o
hold. .

Hoo. Lewis MelKeuzie, the new postmaster,
i3 a pative of Alexandria, bora aod bred here,
thoroughly acquainted with the town aod 1is
affairs. He was a whiz aed ao “‘Americsn,”
aod adhered to the Uoion atter the State had
left it. He has been Councilman, Aldermaa,
Chief Justice of the County Court, Mayor,
Brigadier General of Militia, and member of
Congress. He is now President of the Wash-
ington & Ohio Railroad, the contral of which
has however been trapsferred to a rec:iver,
