obelor in 1778. All the descendants of the
sven other children had died belore him, and
th the death of William Humphrey's line
icame extinct.
The question then arose, who was the next
the line of descent to William ? Of iluculrey'stwo brothers, Joseph and William,
e former was the seoond son, and his deseenmtsby law should have the estate. Rut
ese descendants had oome to America, and,
ver dreaming of any fortune in store for then
it scattered. The estate went into chancer
id ftfrnr a timo fcfeo HoffO family, high atllOm:
e nobility of London, established their coo

lotion with a remote branch of the Jennings
mily and secured a portion of the estate, llat
i.q, bulk remaioed unclaimed. The Howe

mily io this country, showing how uiach the
ouey amounts to.
Last month tho certificates showed the total
nount to ho thirty-three million three hundred
ad thirty ono pounds sterling, or about one

undrcd and sixty million dollars. Resides this

To establish their heirship the Jooniugscti of

ibsoribiDg money for years. Everybody they
avo soot to England to represent them, Imwrer,has proved reoroaot to the trust, ii is
rorred, and enriohed do ooo but themselves,
ouoter iotorosts aro on the alert in England,
ways ready to buy up any agent of Lho heirs.
About aovoDty of them sat in tho hall yesjrday.Tho bulk of them eome from SouthroNew Jersoy, in and about Camden and
