Mr. Ulapbam'a public career in Alexaudria
was short. He took for awhile considerable
interest in the affairs of the town; was the first

He attended only one meeting of tho Board of
Trustees alter that at which he was ohoseo,and doca doL afterwards appear io oonocotion
with town affairs. In 1775 ho was appointed
with Francis Peyton and others ono of the com
missioocrs to settle the acounts for the pay,
provisions, arm?, (ft)., of the miouto men and
militia raised at the opening of cue Revolutionarywar.

Both
these views give the east or rear view of the
house. It is said that the stone of which it is
built is Portland stone, imported from the Isle
of Wight, on tbo English coast, bat thtro are

not wanting porsons who assert that the stooe
ia identioal with that of the early opeoed quarriesin the lower portion of Stafford county.
Ooe of the first enterprises that attracted

attention ia the early days of Alexandria was
"The Ohio Company." It had received a
charter io the sameyear as the town. Lrwrencc
and Augustioo Washington, and George Mason
were among its earliest promoters, and George
Washington afterwards became interested in it.

he said, had biodered the icorease of popula
tion of Virginia "exoept by negroes and convicts."There was daDger now that the settle
ment would bo broken up and the enterprise
ruioed, tor tho Frenob had come to the Obio
from the'northwest, and were dangerous neighbors.Gov. Diowiddie, who was also largely
interested in the Ohio Company, sent for Maj.
George Wa&biogton. He harried to Williamsburgin October, and early iu November was
back in Alexandria with Jaoob Van Braam,
making up his pack of necessities for a trip
West. It was known iu towu that he would
carry dispatches for the Governor to the French
commandant on the Ohio, across the trackless
wilderness, and more than one of his friends,
as they again bid him farewell, did so with
maDy misgivings as to his fate. The story of
that eventful journey has been long told in a
score of tonuues, aod needs no repetition here.
