Deatii of Col. B. Morgan..Last Satu-r
day all that was mortal uf Col, Benj, Morgan
was deposited in Green flill Cemetery. Ho
had bccD ill for some time past, but oq Friday
morning breathed his last at his home in this
county, in the 72ad year of his age.
No mau in this county was better known to

its people, and no man CDjoyed a larger share
of their esteem than Col. Morgan, lie was
twice elected to represent thorn iu the Legislatureof Virginia, where he proved a useful
representative. Col. Morgan was a truo man
in every sense of tho word, firm in his eonvic
tions, aDd generons to a fault. Although he
possessed a large landed estate, which became
iovoUed by tho accommodating manner in
which he lent to his jtersonal friends the use of
his Dame, yet he submitted to the reverses io-
oident thereto aDd growiog out of the losses
ioflioted bv the results of tho late war with
dignity and uprightness, and witnessed, almost
uncomplainingly, the ownership of nearly all of
his large estate pass from him. During the
late war ho was compelled to look upon the
burning of his residenoe and furniture by the
Yankees, who committed this aot of vandalism
upon him and several other citizens in reprisal
ofanattaok made upon a scouting body of
Federals by Col. Mosby.

Col. Morgan, like all persons of strong temperament,was warm in his likes and dislikes,
but all who knew him cheerfully acoord to him
distinguishment for probity and uprightness,.
