Now none ol the nurses have died yet and
those in good health have no fear of the disease.

Jack Miller, a Howard Association telegraph

operator, arrived here to-day. Jlo had como
all the way from New Orleans to do duty here,
but was so appalled at the horrible scenes that
he fled from the place. Hill Redding, the telegraphoperator here, who has bccu working
night and day, says :.
"For God's sake, don't put Miller's name in

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here. God knows i don't blame him for not
stopping here. Were I oat of this place all
the money in the world would not induce me
to return, i only stop here to serve God and
the sick and dying."

This is hecan-rc the town authorities will not al
low even railroad men corning from infected
points locoiuo within tlie limits of these towns.
It is now when the fu-y time ol the year commenceswith the merchants and the railroads,
and the ff ver new prevalent will ol course have
a retarding influence upon if, but. nevertheless,
the (a'l trade will he of va-t proportions, and
there arc enough railroad employees ready to
