genond section of tho fourth artiele of tha Con
stitution of the United States all such eriminals
as Kimpton must ba surrendered by one State
upon riqaisitions issued by another, but Mas-
sachusetis is one of the favored States that can
disregard, withimpuaity, the obligatiors of the

Jonstitntion whenever those obligations ran
counter (o theiv prcjudiccs. They do not
trouble {hemselves nbout assizniog reasoos for
not complying with tiie laws ot their conolry,
but, should their fligraut infeaction of those
laws ocoasion apy general notice, they have the
same cxeuse always ready, snd offer it with a
eonfidence in it sufficiency acquired by loog ex-
perience. That excusze is what she is plessed to
term a higher law. DMassachusetts refased to
surrender an czcaped slave to his owoer in
South Carolina, when the fugitive slave lew
was the law of the land, and she now refuses
to surrender & fwgitive oriminal to the same
State, when the Constitution direets that he
ghatl be surrendered, and the reason assigned io
both instanees i3 the same thatlsuoh a surrendor
wonld be opposed to her idea of what the law
should be. Wo woodec—no we doa’t, for wo
koow—what Massachusetts, indeed what the
whole North, would say, if Gov. Ilampton were
to refuse o surrender a fugitive eriminal from
Bostov.  Why the strength of Gen, Jackson’a
“by the ctersal! the laws must and shall
e obeyed,” and tho Bell and Yyerett’s “cn-
fareement of the laws’’ would be so ioereasad
that the authors of those historieal enunciations
would, i their heads were not already under
gronnd, bLide them in shame for giving utter-
ence to such platitudes, Circumstances, how-
ever, alter eases, and !atitude i1s an importaat
factor in this country. We should suppose
thoueh, and wo have the reaching of sll history
to snstain us, that laws that are enforced in one
gection of a eountry but not in others are not
condueive to the growth of good fecling or the
maintenanca of amieable relationa among the
poor:le of that country,

Of all the so-called great men among the
radiesl party, the one whose reputatios has suf-
fored most during the past ten years is Senstor
Cookling, of New Yok, 1t has been discov-
ered that he originated the plan of tho Ilecto:
ral Commission for contivuing tho goveroment
in the hands of the pariy to which he belonged,
and that he suggested its adopiion to President
Grant, but that while Le fouod that his
icflaence with Mr. IHaves was wvot as j0-
teatial as he suppoesed it would Le, he, in
an uwodignilicd asa oven underbanded maw-
ner, endeavored to impair the presidential
title oereated chicfly by his own ipstrumen-
tality. Thia was cuough to remove him
from the bigh niche that bis self-sssumed supe-
riority liad alove coabled him to climb in the
estimation of some of his party, but his gratui-
tous ineult avd brageardism to Gen. Gordoe,
and hLis more recent flanntiog ol the bloody
ghirt and attewpt to revive the saotional ani-
mosities created by the war, for the sole pur-
pose, as every one can sec, of reuniting the two
factions into which his party in New York has
been divided, so as to sccure his re-elcotion,
Jdoubtlul otherwise, is suflicient, we should
guppose, to lower him to the plane on whioch
stand tho most depraved of hiscolleagues, even
the indicted criminal Mr. Patterson.

General Batler’s lotter acoepting 2 nomina-
tion for Governor of Massachusetls, tendered
bim by thirty odd thousand voters, that is if
signatures represaot people in his State, is
published.

the candidate of cither onoe of thoss partics as
that of the wvational greenbackers. A large
msjority of the peoplo of Massachusotts, how-
ever, like tihose of all tha other States, want
somebody to put his fioger in their eyes, and
General Batler, having been ongaged in that
business all his life, is the very man to supply
that want.

Ulgsse de Villeweuve, a young French physi-
ciun, who was amovg the first to tender his
garvices to the Howard Assooiation, died yes-
terday of yellow fever, alter a few days’ illoess,
I'wonty-two desths were reported from noon to
six oeclock this cvening—eleven adults and
gleven ohildren. Among the new cases report-
ed is Heary Daean Thompson, a reporter of the
Picayune,

Dr. Stone telegrapbs the oward Associa-
tion from Grepada, Miss,, to day, as follows :—
“Major Anderson doing finely so far; weather
unfavorable; there is a slight decreaso in the
desth rate; thero i o material sproadiog of
the fever,

The weather is clondy and showery. Among
tho deaths are Sister Loretto McKansio and
Sister Mary Koenan, at the Charity Hospital.
Both have been uoremitting attendants on yol-
low fever patients, Very Rov. Joseph Mullet,
Viear General of the archdiocese of New Or-
leaps, is daogerously ill with the fever, Dr.
W. R. Mandeville, who has been dangerously
ill with the fever, is reported sightly better.

A telegtam from Greoada reports Tom Mar-
chall, telegraph operator, down with fever, and
that the body ot his littlo son, who died three
daya ago, remaios unburied for want ol money

through the aristeeratic poriinns of the cily.—
‘he dwelliogs are august, the streets superb,
amid tho yards have no feoees around thew,
The sbsenee of the uoiversal iron railing and
picket gives an appearanes of ralieved beauty
{o these palaces whish must be scen to be ap-
preciated. Lt remioves the mavacled, eramped,
prisoned like preseoca of the lawns and makes
them stile nod revel, as it were, io uocorscted
laxury., At anclegant home on Sigth Aveoue,
woe found General F, L. Rosser, aod his ue-
compiished wiie, Nee Winston, ol Virgioia,
surrounded by quite o fawily of handsome and
interesting boys and girls, The General “'is a
sirong wmwan, sod god-hke in the grasp ol
pain’’ it rcgaires to build a railroad.  Thisis
cvideneed by the temaciiy with which he has
Leld on to the Northern Pacifie Railroad, of
which he is the superinteadent, and the pluck
with which he kas fought the cambined oppo-
sition of adverso legislation and financial dis
tressz. (eneral llosser has a regular sand hiil
in his craw; ho bas fought & good battle for
his road, and &s usual ia such eotertaivments,
he will acaept nothing but maccess,  Alter an
hour or two spent in delicht{ul couversation,
durisg which the General himselt invited me
to make his house my headquarters during my
gcjourn in Mioncsota, we took our departure
for the I'alls of Mionchehs, These Falls of
the Liaughing Waters, immortalized by Long-
{ellow in Lis song of the Indian Chicftain Hia-
watha, aro more uplifting and suggestivo in
poetic inspiration than all the moonlight nights
and clopements ihiat pocts ever raved abouk
"'ho placo is too romantic to deseribe in prose--
standing below the falls and looking—

Where from above tho silvery sheets

Of water pour, and aro kissed

Onee by the saolight, ere they meet

‘I'he rocks below, in foam and mist
you feel like a harp with a thoeusand chords, or
a wiring band with its toeth on edge, and in-
voloatarily cxelaita “Oh! Hannah, aren’t it

From theso fal'ls, after dining on teast aud
praiviz chicken, we wended our way down to
I'art Soclling, whore a regiweat of Uaited
Statcs tronps are quartered, on the Mississippi
River, Workmen aro engaged at this poiot io
building & ruspension bridge from the 1lamsay
county beights to I'ert Saclliog.  The govero-
meat gave $1065,000 towards the creclion of
this bridee.  Woe cross:d the DMississippi in a
{ferry boat, and then visited the place of Gov-
croor McGufln, of IXeotucky, who is here look-
ing alter his large wheat interests, 1'rom the
observatory of Governor MeGufliin we enjoyed
a very fine view of tho Ureat Minnesota Valley.
It is a pet scheme with the most caterprising
Minoncsotiang to turn some of the grest lakes
ol the Northweat into the Mizg'mippi LRiver,
and thereby make it navigable at tho dry sea-
sops cf the year for largo versels up to tho
I'alls of St Anthony. It sounds like an im-
practicable vndertakiog, but they will accom-
plish it.  They oan do apything, They never
siop to lock at a man’s clothes here, or
to ack where he was born, They don’t care
whether he hails from Alaska, Patagonia, or
the Moon—wlether he i3 flash, fowl, or devil.
Iiverything rushes ahead. They aro asplendid
people. It is a splendid country—composed
of Indians, Negroes, Chinese, lrish, Duteh
and dogs—all rushing shead! I wrote home
that 1 intended to buy four aorcs of the finest
land out here that 1 ever set my fect on. I
received a reply—it came by telegraph—the
mails were too slow! [t read: “'Buy four
mora acres, 8o your fcet will have a lawn.”
Sinee then [ have determined to destroy my-
self. 1 have been boarding at a drug store—
playing shortstop to a base ball clab—tender-
iog my auburn sealp to every noble red man 1
met. But lifo still gticks to me like the shirt
of Nesus—aad if 1 can’t squeleh mys:lfin any
other way, L will retura to Virginia, aonounce
mysell & candidate for Corgress, which in the
Sth distriet of late, as you are aware, mearsa
target tor bullets, and dic as becomes a gen’tlo'

1757, The year 1757 scems to have passed
most quietly in the growing town, The trus-
tces held but onc mectiog, and that merely
in rclation to tho reoting of the warchouse,
and tbere is no other record of the year, The
country above had, however, largely increased
in population, and 1o April of this year Lou.
doun couniy was cut ¢ff from Iairfsx upon the
petition of the people in the upper part of tho
couaty, who had found it very inconvenicnt to
attend Court, &c., at Alexandria. The new
county cut off “all thst part lying above Diffi-

cult Rup, aud by a line from tho head of said
run, a straight course to the mouih of Rocky
Rup,”’ sod Alexendria ceased to be the couaty
town of that portion of the colony,

1758, Oa Qectober 13, 17538, the trustees
et to fill two vacancies in the Bosrd. liugh
West, the mest active of the founders of the
town bad died during tho previous summer,
and Col, Wm. Fairfax, on the 34 of Septem-
ber. ‘I'he trustecs chose Robert Adsm and
Johuo Muir to fill the vacancics : _
Robert Adam eawme to Alexandria from Kil-
bride, Scotland, almost as soon as the town was
'aid out, and eogaged in merchantile businese.
tle was the son ot a Scolch elergymar, and re-
maioed a member of the Board of Trustees for
mapy vcars. 1le assisted in opeoing Alezan-
dria Washiogton Lodgs of I'ree DMasous, and
was it3 first Masier. !le wasan ancestor of Dr.
T, L. Adam.

John Muir, an Alesaodria merchant, came
Lere from Dumiries, Sceotland, e was bora
in 1751, was aciively engaged in business here
vatil 1790, and died the year following, FHo
scryed as trustee until the board disolved. 1o
was chosen in 1777 o vestryman of Christ
(tuiel, but declined.  Tbere is a tablet to his
wmemory in Christ Chureh yard, leaning against
tho east wall of tho church. No descendants of
his pame pow reside here.

A cuceessful foe of the common weal called
for u vizorous onslaught during the autumn of
this year., The prophetical intuitions of the
founders of the town had foreesst its coming,
and wade in the organic law provision agaipst
an ndvent whieh, atter more than a century of
repressive legislation, is almost annually re-
newed, to the terror of every qualmish stomach.
At first it was dcemed that casy victory
would be gained, and on the 13th of' October,
1758, it was

“Ordered that some eilectual methods be
used to suppress the keoping and raising of
hogs by the inhabitants of this town.”

I3ut after an upsuccossful warefare, which
1iag been transmitted from gencralion to gero-
ration, like that

i battle, vace begun,

3equeathed in vain {rom sire to son,”
the town scems grown to recognize its discom-
fiture and to succumb to the inevitable ; and
although uoable to drive the hogs from town, it
lias taken the wise revenge of excluding the
name of its anciest foe from its laws, and in
ali the town code there isno mention of **hogs.”
‘'his is a sort of ionceent ruse to persuade them-
selves that the hogs are ell gone, but the rose
under another name still smells es sweet, and
to-day's statute forbids the keepiog of ‘‘aoy
swine,”” and imposce a peralty upon ‘‘each
swine'’ kept in town. Duariog all this year eon-
siderable bodies of militia were kept in the
field, and the records of the State ccntaio
the following muster roll of an Alexandria-
Fairfax Company paid off duriog the fall at
the Court House here :

1759, larly in 1759 a great event took place
which made Alexandriaanditsneighborbood gay
for many moanths. Col. Washington, who, on the
6! of Jaousry, had married Mrs, Martha
Custis, brought bis wife to Mount Veroon and
¢stablishod there the household, atterwards pet-
petusted at Arlington,  Balls and partics made
a gay winoter.

'T'he business of the town had by this time
<0 increased that the water lots around the cove
hed become naeful for reerehantile purposes,and
the question of rights on the river front grew
in importance. Messrs, Cerlyle & Dalton
cwned the two sides of Cameron strects adjoin-
ing the river shore (then at Water street) and
on the 18th ot July, 1759, the firm proposed to
the trustecs that they would make a good land-
ing at the foot of Cameron street it' the use of
oue hall of the landing should be granted to
them, The grant of one half was made, and
the hill at Cameron street was then cut, so a3
to slope from lairlux street to the river, and
the carth used to extend the streot and make
a pier or wharf, czteodipg into tho river a
short distanco beyond Water streot.

Rev. Andrew Burnaby, of West Grenwich,
liogland, visited Virginia this yoar, and spent
some days at Mount Yernon. In these days
we garry our visitors to Mount Vornoo, Then
visitors at Mount Vernon were carriod to the
(Great Falls to see one of the wonders of nature,
and to Alexandria to view a rising American
town. Durnaby bas left a briet, but striking
pictnro of Alexandria as he saw it in the fzll of
1759, Ile writes:

“Jrom Colchester we wont about twelve
miles farther to Mount Vernon, This placo is
the property of Col. Washington, and is truly
deserving of its owner. % * = -
We rested here one day and proceeded up the
river about 26 miles to tako a view of the
Great Halis, * & * & # %
Io the evening we returncd down the river to
A[cxaqdnn. or Bel haven, a small trading
place, in ope of the finest situations imagin-
able. The Potomac above and below the towa
i3 pot more than a mile broad, but here
it opens into o large circular bay of at least
twicy that diameter, The town is built
upon an aro of this bay, at one extremity of
Fhich_is a wharf, at thoother a dock for build-
ing ships, with water sufficicntly deep to launch
a vessel of apy rate or magpitude, The next
day wa returned to Col. Washiogton's."

Tho decoption as to the baw in front of the
town was caused by the cove, which, like a
similar cove now in front of DBattery Rodgers,
gave an impression that the river is very much
wider there than at the shipyard or at Jones’
Point, when in fact the difference is but slight.
Parson Weems, the delightful gossip, gives
a pen picture of Alexandria at this time, which
cannot b2 omitted from these aonale,  Writing
10 1809, he says:—

“The town of Alczandria, which now flourish-
es like a green bay tree, on the watess cf the
Potomae, was 50 years ago, but a small village,
Bat though small, it was lovely. Sitnated on
tho fine plain which banks the western margin
of the river, and with snow white domas glist-
ening through the trees that shook their green
heads over the silver flood, it formed a viow
bighly romantic and boautiful. Henoe the
name of the place at first was Bellhaven, But,
with all the beautics to tho eye, Bellbaven had
no charms for the palate, Not that the neigh-
borhood of Bellhaven was a desert; on the con-
trary, it was, in mapy places, a garden spot

it wealthy were not wise, By the eucoessiul
culture of tobacco they had msade money. And
having filled their cosch houses with gilt car-
riages, and their dining rooms with giit glassos,
they bagan to look down on tho poorer scri, and
to talk abcut fumiliss, Of course it would
naver do for such grest people to run marke
carts! Henco the poor Bellhavenites, though
embosomed in plenty weso often in dangor of
gnawing their nsils; and urless they could cat-
or & lamb from some goudnatured pesant, orw
lernh of chickens from the Sunday nezvocs,
wero obliged tosit down with long fces o a
helf-graced dinner of salt mest and Jelnny
cake. This was the ordar of tho day, A, 1. 704,
when Washington, just marricd to tho weslthy
young Mrs, Custis, had settled at Mount Vernon,
nine miles below Bellhaven. ‘Cho unploasant
gituation of the families at that place socon reach-
ed his ear. To man of hizs character, with too
much spirit to follow & bad czample, when
had the power to set & good onw, and tou mnch
wit to lock for heppiness any where but in i
own bogom, it could not long ba questionsil,
what part he had to act. A markel cart was iy
stantly constractod ; and regularly, thrae Line,
a woalt, ent off to Bellbaven, filled with i
roasters, kidnay covered lumbs and veal, graos

utter, new leid oggs,lvegetalbles, and fruif of u
gorts. Country gentismen, dicing with thes
friends in town, very soon mearked the weleono
change of diet. ‘'Bless us alil' excleimed they
Yiwhat's tho moeaning of thiz 7 you invited n.
