A the lsst of the mooth Lo rises oot
for frym s'x o'cluck, vesrly three guartera of
an hour betore the sun, asod bright eyes may
possibly cateh a glimpse of the ruddy stwr,
Uracus cacoct be seen in Qatober, unless it
be with a telescope ia the carly morning,
Neptuns is at his Lrightest, for ho comis
into oppuri 1n wi h the sun oo the 51st; bu
it requires o good toloscope to get a sight of
this star, whose mean distance from tho suuw
