the words of Iviog John, Captain, I commend
mc to thy valiant care." Then the Count, accompaniedby Miss Avonia Jones Fairbanks,
passed up to the dressing room in the rear of
the stage, from whioh bo soon issued and began
his oration on tho charaoter of 8hakspearo.
He wore a black frock coat bound all round
with two iGches of black velvet, a whito vest
aod a purplo scarf, in whioh was stack somo
foreign decoration, probably from tho Emperor
of Morocco.
Ho had not been loog under way whoo

voices from the gallery, in base and treble,were
heard in interruption; bnt he paid no attention
to them and kept straight on. Very soon be
was in the middle of tho part of Richard, and
as ho cimo to tho words, "A horse I" &oM
down rolled tho map displaying tho almost life
size picture of a jackass. The roar of laughter
this created completely bewildered the CouDt,
who was unable to sco where tho laugh camo
io. Presently ho turned his head, and, seeing
the cause of the merriment, put on a savage
expression of face and exclaimed "Yes, look
on your brother's likene.-s and weep; but 1 want
you to understand that I acn a lion amoogjaokassesI" This was received witb great applause,
aod he was allowed to prooecd without inter.
ruption for five minutes.
Ho next tackled Macbeth, and as he reached

the dagger some a long slender polo like a

fi-hing rod was seen to shoot out from the galleryabove the head of the Count. From the
eod ot it, attached to a piece of thread, dangled
what looked liko a large bamblebcc. The
Count koockcd it away from bis doso several
times without pajiog attention to it, thinking
it was a fly cr spider peculiar to New Rochelle.
Striking an attitude and yelling, "Is it a dagger
I see before me!" the thiDg was dropped directlynndcr his nose. This was the snpreme
moment. He grabbed at it with both bis hands,
but it jumped away from bim, while the audiencewent into ooovnlsiocs. Looking np*ard

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the joke, but he was so immeasurably disgusted
that he hurriedly left the stage. While absent
the engineer of the sport was heard to ask one of
bis assistants if the oats were ready. A string
of live cats were to be dropped from the galleryon tbe stage at a particular juncture,
but now that tbe Count showed signs of
breakiog his engagement it wa9 resolved to
leavo that feature over indefinitely. The
Conot stayed away a but a few minutes and
was soon ioto tbe middle of Othello's speech
to the Seoate. As ho progressed he turned
around and his eyes rested on the six fantastic
darkic-s labelled "Senators" standing iu a row
below the stage. Ho folded bis arms aorosj
bin breast, paused and darted a look at tbe
trembling coocs in front of bitn that was terrible
to behold. Then he turned away aud finished
tbe oration.
Romeo and Juliet followed, with Miss Avooia

Fairbanks as Ju let. The lady was doiog her
very best and prettiest when down tumoled a
feather bed beside ber, and a soece of confusion

followed, the Cjust beatio? a precipitato retreatover the table aed chairs, bat chivalrouslyholding on aod "covering the flight of his fair
protege. Mow it wis thought the Count had
surely disappeared for good, and the lads in
the gallery were gettiog miserable. George
Lloyd, the chief character of the village, whose
admiration for tho Count is only equalled by
his devotion to the memory of Tom Paine,
was in a state of inai'fiblo disgust. He had
intended before the porformanoo was over to
come forward and make a speech thanking tho
Count for the honor ho conferred on the village,
and at the same time mako a specoh on tho
greenback question, bat now the opportunity
was lost. Several citizons called on the Count
in his dressing room and implored him to relnrn
but be refused unless tho gallery was olearod.
Then tho lighls were turned eff, and the gods,
thioking the fuo was at an cod, poarod down
stairs and into tho street. The lights wore

then turned up again, and the Count and Miss
Fairbanks came forward amid hearty applauso.
The Count declared that in all his experience

he never met such treatment as he received in
that hall. "I.am a gontloman," said he, "by
birth and education, a momber of the highest
court in the laud and on an equality with the
great and' illustrious of this and other nations,
and I am Ulied with amazement that in this littlevillagoof Now Kochollo 1 should be withheld
that distinction which tho proudest kingdoms
and individuals are only too happy to extend."
While the Count was absent lhodarkie3 already
referred to clambered on tho stage and cut up all
manner of antics. A hogshead, which was intendedto boloworcdin thogravoscenein "Hamiet"and to bo made vocal by a ventriloquist hid
behind tho gallery scroen, was prematurely
thrown on tho stage by somebody who feltasanguinarydosiro to hit one of tho darkiosj so that
arrangement for tho part of Hamlet misaod fire,

and the soliloquy unmolested. Bags of shavings
and of beans, sovoral baskets ol ancient eggs,
stullsd pillows and manyothor Articles woro held
in reserve in the gallery in.case tbo Count's
good nature hold out, but ho "kicked" so decidedlyin the 03fly stage3 of tbo entertainment
that the programme was not as fully carried out
as its authors intended and desired, fctill it was

a groat night lor New Rochello^ and will long
be remembered in its annals..X. Y. Herald.
