wiil be recoramended for incorporation icto the
legislative, cxecutive, aud judicial appropristion
bill, immediately followinz the appropriation
for czpenses of eaurts, a series of ciauses, the
¢ffact of which, will b to repeal the exisling
anthority for the appoiatment of chiel supervi-
sors aod deputy msr:hals for elections, and to
rostrict the fuootions and power of the two st
pervisors of different politics, whose appeist-
meot in the present manocr will conticue to be
authorized, to thoss ot'witnessesand challengers
oply. It will slso bo provided thut these super-
visors must be rezidects aod du'y qualified vo-
ters in the precioets where they are to scrve.

The jurisdietion of the Federal ccurts to pua-
ish such frauds in the eleciions for representa=
tive to Congress as msy be reported by the su-
pervisors or other citizeos i3 ot to be interfered
