As 1 was passing the
“Qourt church of St, Michael,” 1 mat a triend
who was just comiog out; he remarked upoo
the beauty of the music in the requiem, pow
oearly ended, I cotered, and one of the first
things that attracted my atteotion was a mag
pifizent catafa!que in the contre of the chureh,
which was blazing with lighta so that the blsck
velvet pall and flowers were quite lost ia the
glare, ancd made a epeciscle of deep ioterest.
‘The solemn organ’s tooe resound ed throogh the
church agaio, and the choir b::gan the “La
chrymosa’ ia that grandest hy'mo of all sges,
the *'Dics irae.”
