The Begiuning ol Guns

Io 1346 orvssbows were in pretty geoeral use
amoog the Eaxlish, but a new era in war was
to be inaugurated, for with the srmy of Kdward
1LL (at Cressy) came five small pieces of canc
poo, a species of weapon supjosed Lo be uo-
koown io Fravce, though osnpnon are spoken of
in a sea eogaeement io the thirtceoth century
between the Kiog of Tunisand a Moorish Kiog
of Seville. By whom the five picces ol cacoon
were mads is upcertain; but Le Biond, io his
“Preatise oo Artillerv,”’ says that the earlicst
guos “‘were of very clumsy aod iuoonvenivot
make, belog ususlly lorm:d‘af'several pieeces Hof
iron firted together lenginwise, and then hosp-
ed with iron 1iogs; and as they were us d for
the throwiog of sones of prodigious weikht,
they w're of enormons bore.”” The **Dietivn

aire Militmire’” (1758) asserts that canuow
“'were known in Fraooe.”” sccordiog to sime
aathors. io 1338, uod-r Philin, but koowno of
ooly. **Neverthelrss,” sags Volwire, “'ull the
reign of Charles VILL srillery oontiou+d io
its infaney. They did oot make u<n of artillery
o sieges till thd reigo of Charles V., Kioz of

Franoe; and the spear was their prioeipsl weap-

oo till the reign of Heory IV, No more
mention is mads of cavoon in the Haglish

wars uotil 1405, when we are told thast
at the siege of Berwick s shot from
ooe great guo s> shattered 8 tower

that the gates were at ooc2 throwo noen by the
alarmed garrison, la the year 1460, James
IL.. of Seotleod last his life by the burstiog nf
ooo of these rude implemeots of war, At the
seige of Roxburgh, standiog in the vicivity of
8 guo whioh was about to be discharged, the
rude mass composed ¢f riba of iron, buuad to-
gether by hoops ot the same metal, burst as-
uoder, sod 8 fragment striking the Kiog oo
the thigh, broke it, and kilied him oo the spot,
Hanod guns were oot thea invented, but at the
battle of Chipping Baroet [1477] mootion i3

made of 300 [Nemiogs armed with haod kuos,
but 0f e Gius 1uutive Llswry Aoes vut wil,

At the battle of Fiodden, |1513.| James of
Seotlsnd had with him thirty picecs of artillery
waich bad been cast tor him at K licburah, by
the master gunoer of the Uastle, Robert Borthr
wick. Seveo of theso guos wero ol greut
beauty, and were koowo £8 the ""Scven Sisters
of Borthwick.” ‘I'he canoon of the Koglish
were of iuferior make to those used by the
Scots, beiug composed of hoops and bars,

The first cast iroo guos of Foglish waoulao-
ture were made at Bux ed, io Saossex, io 1543,
by Ralph Hugge, master fousder. About this
time there alsa came ioto use guos oalled aique-
busses, which were fired from a rest plauted
ioto the esrih, The Freoch were now mak-
jog rapid strides in the manufacure of
brass guos, fot in 1545, when Irancis . was
prepariog to iovade koelsod, we fiod him (a:
cording to Pere Danivl) possessiog io his fleet
one ship warryiog 100 brass guos, At the
battle of Piokie, 1545 pistols were in uss
amoog the Germans, aod vthers employed 1o
the Eoglish army. [he caoooo were now pro-
vided with iron balls iostesd of the poedrrous
stooe 0ocs io ase previvus to this date, H:re
also we find meotion of the wheel lock pistol.
Carbioes, petrooels and dragooosare frequezotly
meotioped amuog the Gre arms of the age.
The first was so named from baviog been used
1o the vesscls oslled earabs ; the second from
beiog fired with its cquare batt plaated on the
chest: the third, fruw its mozze b-iog fre-
qaently decorated with & dragon's head—heoco
Loe troopers who used it came subsequently to
be pamed dragoons, The wheel lock backbut
wos used in Kizibeth’s reigo, with the resc of
the heavy matchlook, but the powder wss now
made up io cases, each ciatainiog a complete
charge 1o facilitate the loading cf the piece,
and the strap to which they were attached was
named a oollar or baodolier.
