It has been, a mooted question whether a

small company ot human beings brought up to

oiviiized lite and tben left to ihemstlvis oo a

desert island would m»iatain tho virtu is that
had beoome traditiooal with themordegencrato
and aiolf to tho condition of savages. There is
at least one ix'sticg example of such a o.mxuoiiythat bas tiaen morally far above i s souroc
and improved aod iurified itself without tho
aid of external icflueoces. Admiral A. F. K.
Defiorsey, of Her Britanio Maijsty's shin,
dhah, and commander in chief on tho Paoific
station, has jast submitted to tho L tJs Commissionersot tho Admiralty a report of Lis vis

in equal division of tho sexes, there are uow

19 fetnalas to 41 miles. The census is a very
"aople matter; there are 1G men and 19 worn on,
25 boys and 30 girls. But the main interest ia
this miorooosm of human society is to bo found
ia its men', religious, aad social oonJitioo. h
the first phce, let us note, the pooplo are

healthy. There have been bat 12 deaths io 19
years, and the undertaking business istxtrc-unlydull. This miy not be utc mnec'.ed with the
further fact that there is no doctor on the island.Tho few simplo remedies that mav bo
required fjrtbo unavoidable ailments that fl.'sh
is heir to, even io tho douth Pacific oc?3o. are

idmiois'ered with judieijus ctro by tho "Gjvernor."Contagious diseases are utterly uj>

known, and the few aoiini's.sheep, gnats,
pigs, fowls, dogs, and ct'.s.tba: share the j jys
of the island with its human population, are

entirely free from the maladies that sometimes
afflict their kind.

YVe have spoken of tho ''Governor," for tho
island bsiog Kiglish, and tho people of Aoglo
Sjxoo blood, at least in part, there is of course

a Government. It it thesimplest of all forms,
and seems to work admirably. Tlio Governor,
who by tbo way, is chosen oo the lit of Januarycaoh year b/ tbo people, all persons,
male aod female, above the age of seventeenhaving a vole, Dot only ix tcntcs the
laws, but makes them. The usk does not appearto be a difficult oue, as tho only Oiimes
contemplated as possible are theft, fornication,
and profanity. and no instance of any one of
them has been known tioco tho present laws
were cnaoted, Tha (xeoutive, legislative, and
judicial powers of the Guvernmeut are vested
in ooe man without fotming much of a burden,
and the present depository of this una man

power, Mr. James lfusscll McKay, unites wi h
bis other functions that of steer.'man of the
only boat that bis little domioioo possesses, lie
guides this whale boat aod the Snip ol State
with equal fckill aod ease, lie has associated
with him in the Government two councillors,
for advisory purposes only, aod tho "deads of
families" aro called together for consultation
whenever any affair of soffioieot moment to

jastify it is to be considered. There has oever

been a case of offioial corruption or dereliction,
and investigations aro uoknowo, all of which
mav bo dao to the faot that thcro arc no po'iii
<nl parlies there aod but ooe office to bo filled.
Perhaps another explanation may be found in
the i'aot tbat tbo peoplo have no money or currenoyof any kind. Their traffic amon^ themselvesis purely ooo of barter to meet their
simple ooDvenieccs. Nobody is rioh, nobody
poor, Dobody in debt. Tbo productions of tho
iilaud are sufficient for the wants ot its people,
aod tbey have do trade esocpt such cs is involvedia the cxabingo of some of their fruits
and vegetables with a casual ship's crew for
artioles of olotbiog and a lew tools.
Bat tho ohief glory oftbo Pitcairn's Inlanders

is yet to bo mentioned. As wa bavo said tho

tbrco crimes of their simple oodc arc praotically
ucknowo, and more than that tbey are free
from all vic;s and devoutly reliitious. A'ooho!
is never usod, unless on raro occasions as a

medicine. There is a oburoh, which is also n

sohool houso and a library. Service is coaduoc
ed according to tho liturgy tf the Church of
Eovland every 8uoday morniog aod aftciooot;
there is a Biblo class every Wedoesdav, and u

general prayrr meetiog oo inn ursi ui

every month. Besidee, family prayers are said
in every household the first thing ea:'a aoroiog
and the last thing every night, and no food is
aver taken without an icvooation of God's
bleisiog befcrj and after. Mr. Simon Young

well as virtuous and religious.
How, what is the origin of this little community,with its ideal perfections, this Utopia, tbi*

new Atlantis, this home of Paradisiac purity?
Thsse people are the descendants of the eight
mutineers of the Bounty, who set Captain Biigh
adrift in the Pacifi: ninety years ago, and of the

dusty wkes from Otaheit1, whom they took unto

themselves. The oldest inhabitant, Elizabeth
Young, aaed eighty-eight, was the daughter of
Jonn Mills, gunner's mate of the Bounty, and
his Otahetian wife, and the oldest man who rejoicesin the name of Thursday October Christian,and is fifty nine years of age, is the grandsonof that JHetcher Christian, who beaded the

mutiny in 1789. It has long been regarded as a

strange and fascinating story, that of the Bounty
mutineers, but not the least interesting featuro

of it is the present condition of the little colony
founded by the descendants of tbo2e fierce outlawsof the sea, which for twenty years was utterlyunknown to the world and has been rarely
visited since its discovery.
