sively used as a. substitute for ivory, which it
resembles eo closely that it is eomotimos diffi*»
calt to doteot the difrctencj. It issaidtoitjual
ivory io strength and elasticity, aod oottowarp
or ditcolor with titne. It has proved a good
material for piano and organ keys, billiard balls,
bccVs ot brushes, iooking glass frames, haudles
for kuivos, forks, umbrellas, and many other
articles. It is muc'a cheaper than ivory, aod is
claimed to bo better for dooora»i7e purposes.
It is also u°ed with much sure -ss to imitate
tortoise s'utl!, malachite, amber, pink oral and
othor oo.stly atateriKis.

In imitation cf tortoiso shell, it is made into
combs, napkiu rines, match boxes, card oases,
«&o. Imitations of pink eiira! j ewelry are mado
asd sold at prices much below thoBo of tho
goottiue.

It in also used
r.s a substitute tor roroikin io makiog dolls'
heads. Tho frames of oye glasses, opera glasses
and spcgtaolfis are made or it.
