There hsE be-on nothing worthy of epoc:al note
in monetary or commercial circles during the
week. Business is languid, and the weather has
had rather a dopreesirg eflect. A bill ponding
before the Legislature granting a charter to a
railroad corporation to construct a railway trom
Baltimore via YVhi.o's Ferry, in Loudoun co ,

caused some excitement in commercial circles,
