Wyndham and Ashbhy.
Afcer tho baule ol Wiochester, in the Valley
of Virgioia, Gen, Jeokson—Stonewall—was
furc d to fall back, baing pressed by Gen. Fre-
mont, (len, Jackeon, in his retreat up Lhe
Valley, was seriously encumbered with the
prisiners and stores he had captured in the
lower Valley, and it required great skill and
prudeces (o make ssfe his ercipo frem the
atwics that wero following him. It is well
knowo to those fumiliar with the bistory of the
unhappy war batwecn the two scoiions that up
to the time of his death Gep, Ashby was the
ccmmaoder of the civalry attachsd to General

Jackson's army io the Valley. Ta the rotreat
of Gren. Jackson, Ger. Ashby covered the resr
of the army aod hala good meny sharp coo-
[i e's with the [loise fore s all aloog the march
trom Wiccheswer to larrisotburg—a distanes
of srventy miles,
During this retreat the Udlon cavsley was
under the command of General Wyndham, or
at least the detachmens which fiaured in the
iroidont wa are relatioz,  Thie rusniog fight
and skirmishiog cintioued untii the contce-
tants roeched a peiat three miles south of
Harrisonburg  ani  within four miles of
Uross Ieys battle ground, At the placo pamed
Geoeral Ashby had p'ac:d the main body
ot his command beyond a hill sod entiraly cin-
araled from hisrucsucrs, With adetachment
Al twe.nty or thirty men he thoo adracesd Los
ward the Usiontorces, who were rastiog torward.
[2 a momont bis zallant foa was sfeor Lion and
ho retroated baward the hill. The Ucion foress
wcra led by General Wyadham ia person.—
Wheo Ashby recened the brew of the hill his
reserseecamo dashing forwsid and the Union
eavaly were in turaforerd Lo retioat,  The con
fl ct took placoina public road, om either side
ol whicy wasa very high rail fecca. 1i was
ow.oz to this fect, on doubt, that tha aflair ter:
wivated r3 it did.  About one fourth of nmile
from whrrathe Uaion cavalry commenoad theis
recreat tha rosd sssames the shape of a inonel,
narrowing dowa until 1% was searecly twoonty
tect wide,  Whilo the Uaion cavel y were pur-
suiog the Coofederates General Wyodhem wae
in ndvaoca of hismen, so that when they turced
to rotrest he wasio their roar. The gallant Ash-
by lod tia commasd, ho in froot. On the
rerreaf Ashby eaon pot in stiiking distares of
Wyndham, asd s9 ho dashed up to him with
Lig sxbre drawo ono would havo oxpested iim
to strike his foe to tho oarth. Bu: he did pot ;
