BEWLETT'S Joae 5,—10 slmost every family
in Vireivia in antesballow days thero wore ne:
g0 :1ives, voared and Loptio c'ose a¢s)oialion
with tho white members of the fawily, who

were notorions for their indusiry, polilcness,
hooesty aud gentility,  To the females of this
¢lass the children and bousehold affairs were
cutrasted with the utmost coclidere’; to the
males the keys o' the bares, tho horses and
caltic nud tho geoeral manazement of tho farm
wero eonfided with cqnal satisfeciion,  They
manitest:d tho deepest interest in tho welfare
of the whitce, and sympathized with them in
reverses aod rcjo'cad with them ia their pros-
perity. Thoy were always addressed mcs$ ro-
speetfully sod affeotionately as *‘uecle” and
“auol”" by tho children, and wero csteemed and
reverenced by them sreond only to mother and
father. They were kitd and sffeotionate in
