the mo:rque on the same day. The strects were
even more crowded thao last night, with varied
and wonderful costumes, 8o olosaly packed that
it was difficnlt to make nee’s way throuzh them.
Io the coroer stood s Bedouin Aoanzab, of the
tribes from pear Palmyra, bargaioiog tor acane
to make a epear, his goat bair cloak. with its
broad black aod white stripes haogiog from
bis stalwart shoulders, An other of the tribe
herd by seemed to ba doioz his best to sell his
horse, whi'e others sgaio rode by with ag ab~
stracted air, the gric:ful mares which they
besrtrods often followed by whinnying foatls,—
