The tx stirg ar ff was framed substantially
in 1861, 10 meet the ix;gt'ociei of a great war.

A largo and immediate revenue wis required
and there was little timo tor the consideration
of details. As a const quecoi the tariff of 1861
(whioh is essentially the tariff of to day).ill devisedio miry respects at the outset.has becomo,under itm changed conditions of peaoe,
ab-urd, inconsistent, obs motive of revenueand terribly destrnotive of commeroe
and of many domestio industries whioh it is
ostentatiously olaimed to promote. It contained
amoog other tnings a whole system of taxes

imposed for no purpose exoipt to offset tho internalrevenue (axes, whicn wore at the same

time levied od a'oiost every proGuot of domestieindustry. Bit as Una. latter tax-s, with
the txoepiion ot those on spirits and fobicco,
have DeaD swept away, aod tho tariff ttx:s

maintsiocd, it iollows that we are now paying
war tf>X'?8 in timo of praoe, when all neoessity
for the same has happily passed away aod when
the Treasury has an annual sun lus of receipts
over expenditures of Dear $100 000,000. In
opposing aDy change io the taiiff I do not there
fore, see how you oao esoape from the position
that unncoesdary tcxee, wbioh inorease the oca',

of everything that the people eat, drink and
wear, are such good aod pleasant things in
themselves that it is desirable to keep them up
indt finitely.
Frjm a multitude of examples which suggest

themselves take the following in illustration of
the manner in which the existing tariff also

Aod I said to
myself, if, now, New Eogland vessels ota ba
allowed to piok up this old material, pay for tt

io domestic products aod bring it home cheap
