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Northern newspapers have Southiru <xobaogesto bo saro, tut that they nev;r read
them or don't bolievo what they sao io them ie
equally as patent, for if they did they would
nit bo ooDtioually talking about tbo reasons

they have for believing that the solid South
will bo broken up before the next Presidential
oleo.no, and that tha tariff or somo other
measurs of gjv.rsmeotal policy wiil bo tbo
mems by whioh the desired dissolution will bo
effected. Toe solidity of tbe South will never

bo dissolved uniil tha people thereof aro satisfiedthat oo matter bow tbey vote their State
governments will bo in tbe bands of reputable
wbito men, aod as that condition cao never be
reaehad as long as t'ao negroes ontinus to vote
88 tboy bava done ever siaoe the privilege of
suffrage was conferred upon them, there is no

likelihood tbat tbo South wiil bo anything else
than solid, at least daring the lifetime of the
present gecoration. But as soon as it is reached
tho solidity complained of, and which, para*
doxioal as it may seem, is at present both necessary

to tho welfare of the Southern people acd
yet irjuriou3 to their interosts, will dissolve like
mist before tho moroiog sun.

If there had been ary doubt of the existenoo
io cur midst of a very high order of bistrionio
talent, it must have been dispelled by ths exhibitionsgiven tho past two nights at Armory
Hall by some of tho ladies and gentleman of
the city, who rendered two difficult plays io a

stjle that would b&ve rt fleeted credit upon pro
teesiocal actors. Suoh talent should not be

thirst after reorc-ation, and such exhibitions as

taioly most enjoyable*. To the sc'.ors aod aotresseswho eo well pUyed their parts on Taesdayand lasn night cur citizens are indebted for
two of tho most agreoablo nights that bavo been
spent ia Alexandria for many a day, and tho
Eooompiisnca sctors aca ceanmai ana eiogaru
ladies who thus (S.-rted themselvoj to pleaso
hava laid the pablio uoder no obiiga'ion that
wo are euro will not soon bo forgotten. When
we have ia cur mid6t each ta'cnt as that referredto, our people ought cot to suffer for
lick of amusement of the most exalted charaotor.
Tbo Washington newspapers aro at last beginningto apprcciite properly the danger their

harbor is io from tho narrowiog and shallowing
of tho obaaoel of the Potomac 1 ast below tbis
oily, by reason ct tho mud taken by tho dredges
from tbo rivor off Washington and dumped bsok
agaiu at or bolcw Rcz er's Bluff. Wo have
pointed cut this d.ugcr repeatedly, bat ih9
Washiogtocirns have regarded it os of no oou
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and deep channels to Gecrgetow.j and Washingtonba to thcss oi'.iea if tho main
ohanocl -of tho rivar, that formed bp
their jaociion, ba so obstructed that
its passage will bo impassable to any bat tbc
Ightest draught vessels? And yet jist such a

channel is being made b7 tho short sighted and
foolish means alluded to. Enough money
has already boen spoot in dredging oat the
Washington and Georgetown ohannils to have
given excellent harbors to both those cities, but
the work has to bo dono over again almost
every year, and every timo the mad taken from
thorn is damped back into the river a few miles
bolow, with tho natcrd effeot of rapidly ndao*
iog tho width and depth of tho obacnel at that
point. Thsro is only odo way of permanently
improving the harbors of the District oitie?, and
that is by merging the Washington and Gecrgo
town channels into ono, and when that shall bo
dono there will be no more need of dredgiog,
and do more danger of obstructing tho main
channel cf tho river, at least from tbo oauso to
wbioh we refer.

No matter how wrong Colonel logcrsol! may
