Troxas CARLYLE, whose deah in Loadcn
was anoounced in Saturday’s Gazatle, was one
of the most notadly figures in modern Knglish

literatore. In thatsesiuled corner of London,
Cheyrno Wail, Ohelgss, ho psesed his latter
years, 6 lonely man, wheo had outlived nearly
sll_his conlomporsries, yet cheered by the oc-
casionel visits of a faw {riends to whom he was
cepecislly ondesred, sand welcoming with a
crabbed, but nect ungenial courlesy, pilgrims
from scross the eea, woo sought by thsir intro-
duction to him Lo show thair appreciation of hig
wrilings and toco konor to his geniue, Thomas
Carlyle was born at Eccleslechan, Scotland, in
17(5, and HEducated st the Unpiversity of Edin-
burgh. His '¢Lif1 of Schiiller” was pubdlished in
1823 2l. Ho translated Gosthe's “'Wilhelm
Meister,” snd wrote biographicsl eesays on
Fichte and Jaan Paul, and it was h's labors
msinly which called the ettention of the Briiish
public Lo German lilerature, He married, in
1526 Jave We'ch, a linesl descendent of John
Kncx. Hapublizhed in euceession his “History
¢t the Fraoch Ravolution,’” ¢Lifs of Oliver
vromwell,'! “'Lifs of John Starling’ and ‘‘Lifs
of Frederick the Grea!." He became tho ractor
of Xdinburgh University ia 1€06, but long be-
foro that time Lis reputslion Bs suthor and
historian bud been firmly established. His com-
plete works publiehed in 1869-7I, comprised
thirty volumes, besides which there mre three
volumes of translationse
