who is roporlod to have killed Gonoral Custer attiie masoacro of the Little Big Horn iu Judo.made the following confession'Ikilled him. I nuido many holes in him. He
once took my liberty. I took his life. 1 visitedliis body filter the battlo. 1 cut him open. 1ate part of his liver. lam glad I killed hiqi.Ho was bad to my pooplo. Ho killed manywarriors.' In making this bold declaration,whieh was provokod by bting shown a pictureof the gallant General, Ksin-in-the-Face iB re-
yujicu as raiaiuR mo war wqoop ana executingtbo war dance in tho highest Etyle of the art,making a group of tho post traders, whore tho
ecooq is laid by tho special, shudder with its terriblerealism. The publication of tho storyelicited the following from Gonoral Gibbon,who, it will bo remembered, succored the remnantcf lteno's wing of Custer's command atthat terrible butchery in the beautiful butbloody valley in the mountains of Montana:.'I don't know if it is worth while to contradicttho absurd statement said to emanate from thoIndian Kain-in-the-Faco regarding tho mutilationof Gonoral Custor's body. Indians aro
very fond of romanciDg, especially when theythink they can make white men opon their
eyes with wonder or horror. I did not myselfbio General Custer's body, but all theofficers who did united at tho time inthe Etatomcnt that it was not mutilated intho slightest way or even scalped. Thisboastful story by Itainin-tko-Faco is generallydiscredited in army circles hero, the beliefbeing generally entertained that Kain-in-tho*Face is moro likely to have eaten the liver oftho General's dead horse, as bfing more to histaste. There is no doubt that the old reprobate,made the boast as reported, but the dramaticincidents made a feature ol the recital may havebeen the imagination of a frontier correspondent.
