Ibis v.-yago trom Mionofipoiis is one of severalpreliminary exper.wjnts before altempiirg
to crt^s the ccian.

trip hu will run uoder tho drsg rope. In utber
words bo wilt k.'ep throo or four baadred feet
above tho water, while tbo clJ of a long rope
hanging from his ba?kot, or rather life raft, will
