Kemmerer—that a man may loose a gacd deal
of his brain and yot live a very comfortablo exe
istocey,

Oa the afternoon of August 25 a train on the
Philadelphia and Riadiog Railroad pulled up

at a station abeut 15 miles from this place. A
man who hsd apparently bsen waitiog for the
train boarded it, He was vary unstesdy in bis
movements, The Iriiomen and passoogers
locked upon him s druok. He dropped into
a sout aod paid po attentin to anyooe. The
conduc:or ssked bim for his ticket, He made
00 response.

When ficelly told that unless he produced o
ticket he would b put off the train, he, after
much fumbliog in his pocksts, haoded out s
dollar bili, When ssked about his dessioation
he gave oo spswer, and the conductor, fieding
tha¢ ho had eonoogh mooey, took the man's
tare fcr Pottaville and gave bim the chaogs out
of his dollar,

Waen L'ive Poinls, a station about five miles
from this placo, was reached the msa tried to
leave the wain, Ha was provooted by the oon

duoior, who was afraid he would gt injared.
At tho pext station, Port (larbou, ho again
tricd to lesve the train.  As Port Corbon is oo
ly two wiles by road ftom Pouteville, the men
was allowed to dn 28 he pleased. As ke loft the

.train hostapzered like a druoken man acvd wonld

heve falleo but for Geo. Holder,s ealnon keeper,
whn recogoiz:d him as & resident of Five Points,
Lt soon beoame svident be was not aoder the
ivflavros of liquor, De, Thomas Birch, of Port
Usrbvo, was called to atierd biw, Ha fousd
the map noable to snesk,  His right side, rrm,
and leg were paralizd, He was uosble to com

preliend anythiog chat might be eaid to him.
He was omacisted to a painful degree, and
seemad oa tho vergo of the grave,

lo touabing & cartain pars of Kemmeror's
head, Dr, Bireh folt bim winos, A olose in~
spootion of the particalar spot revealed a re-
oenuly healed wound, The hair bad growa over
1t, bus it could be seen thet the skia seemed of
very recent growth, A smsll pieos of the eoalp
was romovad, Then there was ravealed the
brekea ead of a koife blade,

The operation of trephining was performed
snd & picoe of tiie skull abons the sizs of s sile
ver querter removaed, lIa tho ovnira of this,
e0 firmly imbedded that it counld mot be res
mevod without breakiog the bone, was found a
broken ksife blade. Qae sod threeseights
iaches ot the blade pecetrated the braio. The
knifesblade entered the skull pear the anéerior
supericr angle of the left parictal bane, then
peootrated the anterior poreton of tho laft lobe
of tho cerebram,

When the operation had been performed an
ebecess was found surronnding the point of the
blade, Thais wns removed, In removiog it
about two onsess of braio matter wero also ro=
moved nud tissus that would cover the palm of
an ordinary band. The operation was perform-
cd on Auvgus: 26, Beforo it was made it was
evideot that she man was dyiog; otherwise, per-
baps, Dr. Birch would have deliberated bofore
takiog she risk,

It has sioce beeoma kaown that Kemmerer
worked ie a biickysrd on Gaeorgs’s Island,
Westohester comanty, N, Y, Oa August 15th
be was stebbed, From thst time until long
after ho reached home his mind was s blaok,
He will probably never bo able to tell how he
roiched home,

His oondicion is improviog wonderfolly, The
orifioe in bis skull looks healthy, It still emits
a flow of pus, bat the flow is daily growiog less.
His eye looks bright, aad the eloud is gradually
liing from bia brain, He bes regained the
use of his limbs, and oan walk about quite
ensily, Ho ocan use his right arm aand band,
thcugh not very well, He seems to uoderstand
what is ssid, but cannot express himself, He
makes the most tremendous efforts to speak.
He coso ssy “'Yes'” aod *No,”’ bat that
is the extoot of bis talkiog powers up to
date, His appetite is good—"‘iremendons,"
his wife ssys:  He sleeps well at uight, but sel
dom duriog tbedsy. The popular theory—nat,
ot course, smong medical men—is that the fore
cible eotranes of aoy foreign substancs into the
brain will cause iostaot death, Kemmerer's
case will have the effcc: of completely extin-
guishiog this theory wheraver it is heard of,

Dr. Birch is confident that his patient will
fully recover, and in this opinion most of his
collaagues are with him. Accidents in which
both skull and brsin. but particularly the for=
mer, euffer injutry, are of frequenl occurrence.
Here is cne which ie bad enough in its way to
hend the list, Al Wileon is an engineer on ihe
Reading road. He has been for a cumber of
Fears Some lime sgo—ssveral yesrs—he was
oiling his engire ss it slood at & ststion. His
besd wes between the piston rod and the eccen-
tric, when his fireman, who was unaware of Wils
gon's position, put hiza hand on the lever and
glarted the engine. Wilscn's head cccupdad the
position of & nutin s nut cracker, The re:ut
to his ekull was what would have happened to
the nut if the crackar had hesn used in the ordi-
nery way. Wilson's skull was cracked not in
one plsce, but in seversl places, He was picked
up in an uncenscious coudition. His death was
looked upon seinevitable. RBight inches squars
of bone were tsEen frem his skull, Tae brain
wae upiciured. To-day he rups bis engine and
is conridered one of the best men on the road.
But if Kemmerer gets well, and the chances
seem 10 be altogether in his favor, he will be &
natural curiesiiy.
