The i.a.st act in the CJarfield tragedy was

played to-day. when the curtain fell upon
the dead hody of (iuiteau suspended from
the gallows. A year ago lacking two days
he lired ttie shot that, maltreated though it
was, caused the death of the late President,
and whether responsible for his crime or not
he has been held so by his countrymen, and
has been sent by them to that bourne to
which he sent his victim, and from which no

traveler returns. The whole atfair, from
the time the assassin sent an ounce of hot
lead crashing into the spinal column of his
astonished and alarmed victim, until the
trapupon which his own feet rested fell and
left him hanging by the neck, was horribly
terrible, anil will leave a black stain upon
the history of the country. If sane his crime
was a reproach to free, institutions; if insane
his death was a greater one ; and this questionwill never he settled.

While the many offices (Jencral Mahonc
has taken away from the Virginia republicansand the few he has given them make
patent his utter lack of gratitude, they are

United States Jail, ) !1Washington, June 30.0:45 A. M. {
Guitcau was very restless during most

f the latter part of the night, not sleeping
aore t-hnn 20 minutes at a time. Towards
aorning he fell into a sounder sleep from <
heer exhaustion. He rose a few minutes
fter 5 and breakfasted heartily at 0:30,
ating steak, eggs, potatoes and other break-
ast dishes. When the cook took his break-
ust into the cell Guiteau told him to bring

he seatlold. Guiteau desired him to arrangevith the warden to have the trap sprung as
;oon after 12 o'clock as possible. He also
ixpresscd considerable anxiety lest some
iceident should occur, and insisted that Dr.
Hicks should see that the seatl'old aud its
ippurtenanccs were all in proper and safe
:ondition.
After Guiteau had disposed of these maters,he read a poem composed by himself

vhich he calls "Simplicity, or ReligionsBaby Talk." After reading it aloud he
ittempted to sing it. but broke down in the
Mlbrt, which would have appeared quiteidieulous if the occasion had been less
solemn. Guiteau then talked for some time
ibout his future. He remarked that his
icart was tender. !'I don't think," he suid,T cau go through this ordeal without weepng;not because of any great weakness, for
lie principle in me is strong, but because I
un nearer the other world. 1 hold to the
dea that God inspired inc." Guiteau subsequentlyasked that in his books all complimentaryremarks about President Arthur
ind his administration be climated. Then
lie presented to Dr. Hicks the books that
liave been the companions of his lonelylumrs. He told Dr. Hicks that he wanted
liim to oiler the first prayer on the seatlold,
laying that he (Guiteau)* would then read

liave the execution so arranged that just as
lie uttered the last word the drop should he
sprung.
Mr. John W. Guiteua arrived at the jailit o'clock and was followed in a few

minutes by Warden Crocker.
At 9:15 the prisoner came out into the

corridor and exercised for 15 minutes.
Guiteau walked very briskly, making it
rather difficult for his guards to keep pacewith him. Guiteau generally has taken his
exercise in shirt and drawers. This morn-
mg, nowever, ne wore a pair of ilark pantsand had a handkerchief tied loose about his
neck.
The private otliee of the warden has been

transformed temporarily into a telegraphotliee and before nine o'clock eight instrumentswere clicking a merry accompanimentto the gloomy preparations going on
inside the jail. At nine o'clock there was a
constant stream of persons coming into the
jail. At 10.10 o'clock (iuiteau expressed a
desire to take a bath and a large tub was
taken into his cell. At this hour no one
save the "death watch" was with him,Glutcan nervously disrobed and plungedinto the bath. Tt was quite apparent to the
guard, who was closely watching his every
movement, that his object in asking for the
hath was simply to obtain some employmentwhich might distract his thoughts from the
dread contemplation of approaching death,
lie evinced increased nervousness and his
uncertain movements, distrait manner and
a marked tremor in his tones when lie attemptedto speak, impressed the guard with
a belief that he was rapidly weakening.The rotunda was thrown* onen at it)
o'clock.

Christian Association. Dr. llieks paid no
attention to the message.
At 10 o'eloek seventy policemen arrived

at the jail and were posted along the road-

artillerymen also were on duty.Shortly before 11 o'clock Guitcau calledfor paper and for 20 minutes busied himself Iin making the copy of what he terms "his jprayer upon the scalfold.''

Just before 12 o'clock John W. Guiteau

said to a reprentative of the Associated
Press that he fell cheerful so far as his
brother was concerned, believing it to be far
better for him to die than to live. He said
that no one felt a keener anguish than himselfthat the crime had been committed
which plunged a nation in griqf. He believed,however, that his brother would
show himself to be a brave man and from
his own standpoint would vindicate his
idea of patriotism. "His life is a wreck and
worthless," said John, "and 1 think thy* is
a most fitting end to a checkered and insane
career. He believed his brother would die
happy, and owing to his demented conditionwould be forgiven in the next world.
He thought his brother would be happier in
death than in life under the cireumstauccs,and if he (John W.) could, he would not ask
to have him reprieved.
Shortly bofore 12 o'clock Guiteau seemed

to break down completely and buret into
tears and sobbed hysterically. Dr. Hicks
sat by his side fanning him and vainly tryingto calm him.
About 11:30 preparations began to be

made for the execution. At 11:50 o'clock
the detachment of artillery was formed on
the east side of the rotunda and broughttheir muskets to parade rest. At that time
about 250 persons were in the rotunda. Dr.
Hicks was with the prisoner engaged iu
prayer. Guiteau showed great nervousnessand appeared greatly startled when he
heard the rattle of the muskets on the stone
floor of the rotunda. From that moment
Guiteau appeared to he thoroughly overcomewith emotion, llo wept freely and
seemed to he in great anguish. After the
death warrant was read to the prisoner bythe warden the prisoner became much composed,and turning away began to brush
his hair with his old anrionriinop of«vnm»nr.

could he expected from a man whose arms
were tightly pinioned behind him. At the
last step he faltered for a momemt but was

upon either side. Upon reaching the platformGuiteau was placed immediately behind
the drop facing to the front of the scaffold.
Guiteau gazed upon the crowd looked up at
the beam over his head and quickly made a
survey of all the drend paraphernalia
Dr. Hicks then made an invocation to the
Throne of Grace that the criminal might be
saved from the eternal consequences of his
crime.

was a decided action of the heart for fully14 minutes, and the pulse fluttered two
minutes longer. When" the body had hungwith the feet just touching the ground for
over half an hour, it was lowered into thecollin which was waiting for it under thescatlbld. The physicians decided at oncethat the neck had been boken. When the
body was lowered the black cap was removed and theface exposed. The features were pallid and composed.About the mouth there was considerable
moisture. After the body had been arranged in
tin; collin, those who desired were allowed to passalong the side of the scatl'old and view the body.Then the crowd of spectators was formed into line
and passing between the scatlbld and the wall of
the jail viewed the dead face. John W. Gniteau
joined this company, and fanned hisdead brother's
face to keep awav the Hies. John (tuitcnu did not
go upon the scaffold, but stood during the scene
just within the line of officers at the bottom of the
steps. At 1 10 p. hi. the lid of the cotKn was putin place, and the body was borne to the jail chapelwhere the physicians, who were to make the autopsywere assembled.

After the body was taken to the jail chapel, arrangementswere made to let Mrs. Seovill view it.
Guiteau just before the trap W;issprung dropped

a piece of paper from his hand, this paper was
given him by Warden Crocker to be dropped bythe condemned man as a signal that he was ready.The spot indicated by the warden as Guiteau's
burial place is in the same court as the gallows,and a few yards from it.
The letter by which Guiteau disposes of

his body is as follows:
Washington, 1"). C., June 21), 1SS2.

To the Rev. William W. IIicks:
I, Charles J. Guiteau, ofthe city of Washington,in the District of Columbia, now undersentence of death, which is to he carried

into effect between the hours of 12 and 2
o'clock on the 30th day of June, A. D. 1SS2,in the United States jail in said District, do
hereby give and grant to you my body after
such execution, provided, however, it shall
not be used for any mercenary purposes.And I hereby, for good and sufficient considerations,give, deliver and transfer to said
Hicks my book, entitled "The Truth and
Removal," and the copyright thereof, to be
Used by him in writing a truthful history of
my life and execution. And I direct that
such history lie entitled "The Life and Work
of Charles Guiteau." And I hereby solemnlyproclaim and announce to all the world
that no person or persons shall ever in any
manner use mybody for any mercenary purposewhatsoever. And ifat any time hereafter
any person or persons shall desire to honor
my remains they eun do it by erecting a
monument, whereon shall be inscribed these
words:

Here Lies the Body of
Charles Guiteau,

Patriot and Christian.His
Soul is in Glory.(Signed.) Charles Guiteau.
