From Alexandria.
[ The city of Alexandrin is still patrolled hy
un international police force made up of
British blue jackets and anurines from the
neutral ships of war in the harbor,

During Saturday night there was a veport
that Arabi Pachu was marching upon Alex-
andrii, - Althoweh Adwmirl Seymour gave
little eredence 1o the veport, still he took
every preeaution, and mines were sunk in
front of the gates, the work being done in
an ostentious way, in order to ensure the
fuet veaching Arali's ears. Al the available
murines wnd sailors were sent 1o the front,
in the expeetation that Arabi would attempt
to enter the city. It is stated that Avabi s
awniting reinforcements from Cairo.

The Khedive has dismissed Arabn Pacha
from the ministry of war,

Yesterday evening reports were received
thut Arabi had seeured reinforcements from
Cairo, and was wdvancing, intending to at-
tack the city. Reconnotssance was made,
and the reports were confirmed. Late at
night all the posts on the fortifieations were
strongly reinforeed, two fugitives Europeans
having come in with areport authenticating
the native rumor as to Arabi’s intention to
make an attack. BEvery precaution was
therefore tuken,

The rapacity of the mob which sacked
the city after the evacuation was not exag-
gerated by the first accounts, and the burn-
ing scems Lo have been deliberately planned.
Five of the incendiaries were shot yester-
day, and ten Arabs, guilty of robbery, out-
rage and other crimes, were flogged by the
English sailors,

Arabi's force consists of four regiments of
infuntry, 1500 irregular troops and one
regiment of cavalry, with 800 horses, 30
Krupp guns and 12 mitraillenses, .

The War in Egypt Viewed in the Light of Pro-
pheey.

NEW York, July 17.—The Rev. Dr. . 8,
De Haus, who was for two years the Amer-
ican Consul at Jerusalem and is un Oriental
traveller of considerable cxperience, preach-
ed a sermon last night in the Central Meth-
adist Episcopal Chureh of Williamshurg, of
which he is pastor, on*Egypt in the Light of
Prophecy,” tuking as his text the words:—
“And I will set the Egyntians against the
Egyptinns. * = * And the Egyptians will 1
give oyer into the hund of a cruel lord, and
u lierce kiog shall rule over them.” One
would almost suppose, the preacher said,that
these words had been written within the last
year, il not within the last week,  T'he burn-
| ing of Alexandria hadd erented o fresh inter-
est in the umy prophecies  concerning
Egypt, and it was likely to set all Europe
allame before the linal issue,  The history of
Igypt covered the history of the world;
bloody confliets hud been fought on Egypt-
ian soil from the earliest days till the valley
of the Nile was now u vast cemetery, con-
taining buried citiesund races.  ‘The preach-
er brietly reviewed the history of Egypt.
For twenty-four centuries no native had fill-
ed the throne, thus fullilling the prophecy :
“The sceptre of Egypt shall depart. She
shull be the basest of the kingdoms, and
there shall be no more a prinee of the land
of Egypt.” The descent of the Arabs from
Ishmael was referved to us an -evidence of
the fullibment of the propheey that Ishmael
would be & wild man, his hand against every
man and every man’s hand against him,
The Arabs were the suine savages that they
were over three thonsand  years ago,
Five millions of the basest, poorest, most
cowardly, most treacherous and wmost eruel
of the Arabian race were settled in Baypt.
They were mostly of the Fellahcen or Agri-
cultural class. They ploughed, sowed and
reaped as their ancestors did 2,000 years ago
They adored Mohammed, who himself was
an Arab ecamel driver, and regarded the
Shereef of Mecca with superstitious rever-
ence, placing him far above the Sultan or
the Khedive. This was the religious ele-
ment in the Egyptian question. The Egyp-
tian Arabs under Arabi Bey were religious
fanaties and fatalists. 1f they succeeded in
provoking a holy war it would yet spread
over Europe, Asia and Africa. [t was just
such desperate men, fired by fanaticism
who had once placed the Crescent at the
very gates of Vienna, und on the walls of
Granada in Spain. The green fiag of the
prophet was the same symbol of faith that
was used by the Mohammedans during their
wars against the erusaders. The only thing
that could preyent a holy war was the possi-
bility of internal dissensions: between the
seventy-three diflerent factions of Moha-
medans,

Dr. De Hass in closing said that Mobammed Es
Scuoussi, who cluims to be the long prophesied
Moslem Messiah who was to appear about this
time, was drawing to himself vast numbers of dis-
ciples, chifly becsuse of the fact that he wis fort v
years old, and that one of his arms was longer
than the other, thus answering the diseription of
the long promised Moslem Messiah, It was be-
lieved by many that he and his hosts would join
Arabi Bey. If this belief was true, and if Arabi
Bey was also in league with the Shereef of Mecea,
he would have 20,000,000 of fierce, determined
men at his back, and the battle of Gog and Magog |
might soon be fought on the banks of the Nile.

Consols sold
from 37 to 58 but again peclined to 573, At
ahont 53 there was quite a marked disposition to
sell consols, but the demand being slight they
were not pressed for sale.  The few foreign orders
received were to sell, but the bonds offered were
ally limited above the market. The short
interest in consols, which at oue time was very
lurge, has been pretty mnch covered and this ele-
went of support has been withdrawn from the
warket,  Ten-forties are steady at about 43 ; sev-
eral lots were taken for investment at about these
figures. Peclers were rather heavy and the ad-
vinee of lust week was not maintained, They
were quoted at 35 to 36,  Pecler coupons sold at
S At S5 for peclers and 40 for the eoupons
these hondsz pay 7 per cent to the holders.  As the
miarket value of pecler coupons depends upon the
value of the new Riddleberger bouds (in which
they are fundable at SO cents on the dollar) a de-
cline in the bands would canse a corresponding
fall in the price of coupons. Consol coupons are
steady atabout 61 and 10-40 coupous at G5k,
The State of Virginia had thirty days in which to
take an appeal 1o the 10-40 coupon case, in which
the mandumus was granted compelling the State
to receive 10-10 eoupons for taxes, &e.
