Many of the appropriations in the bill are

learly for the general welfare and most be- j,
leliceut In their characters. Two of the oh-
L*ets for which provision is made were by
ne considered so important that I felt it my
Inly to direct to them the attention of Con-
jress. In my annual message in December
ast I iirged'the vital iinportanee of legisla
ion for the reclamation of tile niarslu-s and
or the establishment of the harbor lines
ilong the Potomac front. In April last by
pevial message I recommended an approiriationfor the improvement of the Missis-
ijppi river.
It is not necessary that I say that when

ny signature would make the hill appropriitingfor these and other valuable national
ihjeels a law it is with great reluctance, and
mly under a sense of duly, that I withhold
t. My principal objection to the bill is
hat ifcontains appropriations for purposes
lot for the common defence or general wetrare,and which do not promote commerce
unoiig the slates. These provisions, on
lie contrary, are entirely for the benefit of
the particular localities in which it is proposedto make the improvements. 1 regard
nidi appropriation of the public money as

beyond the powers given by the Constitutionto Congress and the Presideut. I feel
the more hound to withhold mv signature
from the hill because of the peculiar evils
which manifestly result from this infraction
of the Constitution. Appropriations of this
nature to he devoted purely to local objects
tend to an increase in number and in
amount, as the citizens ofonostate liiul that
money.to raise which they, in common
with the whole country, are taxed.is to he
expended for local improvements in anotherslate they demand similar benefits for
thcmselves.and it is not unnatural that they
should seek to indemnify themselves for
such use of the public funds by securing appropriationsfor similar improvements in
their own neighborhood. Thus, as the bill
becomes more objectionable it secures more
support. This result is invariable, and necessarilyfollows a neglect to observe the
constitutional limitations, imposed upon the
law-making power. The appropriations for
river and harbor improvements have, underthe inlliieiices to which I have alluded increased,yearby year, out ofproportion to the
progress of the country, great as that has
been. In 1870 the aggregate appropriation
was $3,1175,900; in 1 S75, $(>,U4S,517,50; in
lSSt), $8,979,500, and in 1SS1, $11,451,300*
while by the present act there is appropriated$18,7-1:5.875, While feeling every dispositionto leave to the legislature the responsibilityof determining what amount should
he appropriated for the purposes of the hill,
so lomr as the nnnrnniiat inns are confined
to objects indicated, by the grant of power, I cannotescape the conclusion that, as a part of the
law-making power of the government, the duty
devolves upon nic to withhold my signature from
the hill containing appropriations which in my
opinion, greatly exceed in amount the needs of
the eonntry for the present fiscal year. It being
the usage to provide money for these purposes by
annual appropriation bills, the President is in
effect directed to expend so large an amount of
money within so brief a period that the expenditurecannot he made economically and advantageously.
The extravagant expenditure of public moneyis an evil not to be measured by the value of that

money to the people who arc taxed for it. They
sustain a greater injury in the demoralizing effect
produced upon those who are entrusted with otlieialduly through all the ramifications of government.These obligations could be removed and
every constitutional put pose readily obtained
should Congress enact that one-half only of the
aggregate amount provided for in the bill be appropriatedfor expenditure during the fiscal year,
and that the. siiuisoappropriatcd be expended onlyfor such objects named in tlie bill as the Secretary
of War. under the direction of the President, shall
determine; provided that in no case shall the expenditurefor any one purpose exceed the sum now
designated by the bill for that purpose. I feel authorizedto make this suggestion because of the
duty imposed upon the President by the Constitutionto recommend to the consideration of Con

gresssuch measures as ho shall judge necessary
and expedient, and because it is my earnest desire
that the public works which are in progress shall
suffer no injury. Congress will also convene again
in four months, when this whole subject will be
open for their consideration.
