Successful Strikers.
PHILADELPHIA. Aug. 9.—The dissatisfac-
tion among the laboring classes has extend-
ed to some of the workers along the river
front, and the 'longshoremen employed in
louding grain vessels have been successful’
in securing the higherrate of wages demand-
ed. The strike was inaugurated several
days ago, when the men employed in load-
ing a curgo at a grain elevator put in a per-
emptory plea for an advance from 23 to 4
per day.  Under compulsion to finish the
cargo louding within a specitied time, the
boss stevedore had no alllemati\'u but to
comply with their demand. This concession
was followed by a general call for the same
rates upon all vessels loading grain, and
thus far the demands of the workmen have
beeu conceded.
