The Cleanliness ok Italian Cities..

The city of Florence, Italy, is probably the
best paved and cleanest city in the world.
In reckless, easy goiug Naples, where rags
and riches, hunger and plenty, aud honesty
and thievery seem to live in such pleasant,
promiscuous fellowship, the system of prim
cleanliness and faultless order falls short of
the high Florentine standard, but the streetpavingitself is almost as good. The materialmost used is lava, which, after its issue
in a melted condition from the crater of Vesuviusnear by, becomes a grayish stone,
compact and hard as granite apparently.
It is cut with precision into large blocks, all
of equal dimensions, aud is well laid in sand
on undercushions of macadam. The stone
curbing to the sidewalks here, as in Florence Jand other Italian cities, varies in thickness
from 10 to 1-i inches. It is set with great care
and solidity and that the huge blocks may
remain forever immovable they are prepar-
cd and fitted closely together at the meeting
