A Blind Man Who Does not Need a

Guide..One of the most remarkable case?

ot intelligent blindness on record exists near

Steubenville, Ohio, in the person of a man

named Jacob Twaddle. He is sixty veaiy

bid, and notwithstanding the fact that be

has been blind from his birth, be is able to

distinguish readily, by the sense of touch,
the color of a horse, make rails, build fences,
grub, rake and bind as well as the best o:

his hands after a cradle, and to attend and
manage without assistance everything ne¬

cessary to be done on bis farm ; and he goes
to Salineville, eight miles from his resi¬
dence, to market, often unattended by any
one; knows the location of every farm for
miles from his house, and is able to readih
point out the same while passing by; recog¬
nizes .everybody he is acquainted with t<>
the senses of touch and hearing ; has been
known to recognize a stranger whom Ixu
had not met in ten years by the sense of
toueh alone. In 1842 he drove a four bore.-
team to Twaddle's horse mill, ii-
Ross township, a distance of twenty tiv--

miles, and can now point the location of
every grave in the old stone church cemete
ry in Fox township, Carroll county, and tell
whose dust it contains. He is one ol a fam¬
ily of seven, all born blind.

Great Clock..The works of th6 im

mense clock which has been put up in the
Board of Trade building in Chicago are

pronounced a mo3t perfect reproduction of
those of the great Westminster Palace clock
in London, but with some additions and
improvements adapted to its commercial
purposes. It is constructed of iron, bronze
and steel, and weighs ten tous without the
bell, the latter addiDg some 4,500 pounds
more. The pendulum alouo weighs 700
pounds. In its arrangement the works are

divided int-> a time train, a band train and
a striking train, the^e several trains compris¬
ing eeparate machines, resting side by side,
on separate frames. Each train is operat¬
ed by a separate weight, and the three
weights together reach some 3,000 pounds.
The hammer that strikes the bell weighs
eighty pounds; the clockwork is below the
dials, which art* It - feet two inches iu diam¬
eter, »nd the bell is above them, or 200 feet
above the ground. The pendulum swings
one w»\ in two seconds.
