How Cmold is E2x]»ortc<I.

The process cf shipping gold across tho
oi an is lhu3 described by tho Boston Com¬
mercial Bulletin :

Euch keg contains $50,000 in clear gold.
Ii is from Iho Dank of America, at New
York, that most of tbo goid is shipped from

that city. Tbo foreign steamships sailing
from this city new carry little or uo gold,
although tho reverse was tho case years ago.
The shipments of gold are not generally on

the bank's account. At a tirst glauce per¬
sons might well suppose that when the dc-
maud arises for gold to send abroad tin

shipper would ouiy have to send in his or¬

der for bis hundreds of thousands to ihe
sub-treasury, where millions of specie are on

deposit. But there are sufficient reasons

why this plan will not work. The sub-
treasury can pay out its coin only to credit¬
ors of the Government. With the Bank of
America the associated banks keep on do-
posit constantly an enormous sura of gold,
sometimes amounting to $10,000,000. To
the numbers of Iho bank association tho
Bank of America issues its own certificates
against these deposits, redeemable on de¬
mand. So, when there is occasion lor mak
ingagoid shipment, tho coin is prepared
for thai purpose in tho rear office of that
bank : lu re it- is bagged and kegged and
made ready for shipment. Kegs in which
gold is packed."specie kegs." as they are

called.are made of extra hard wood. They
must have an extra iron hoop. Specie is
not thrown loosely into a keg, nor, upon
the oilier hand, is is carefully
wrapped in tissue paper and piled
up one coin upon another. The keg
serves only as a protection for canvas bags,
into which (be gold is placed in the ordi¬
nary hit-and-miss fashion of pennies in a

man's pocket, [nto each bsggo §5 ODO, and
ten bags till a keg. In (he interest of se¬

curity each keg is treated to what is techni¬
cally know n among the shippers us tbo "red
taping"' process. At each end of the keg, in
the projecting lira of the staves above the
bead, are bored four holes at equidistant in¬
tervals. A piece of red tape is run through
these holes, crossing on the head of the keg,
and the ends finally meet in tbo center. At
the pointor meeting the tape is sealed to
the keg's head by wax bearing the stamp of
the shipper. Gold crosses tho ocean very
much as does every other kind of freight,
without any special looking after. The
average rate of insurance is about $2,000 on

a shipment of $1,000,000. There are ship¬
pers who do not insure. Having to ship
£1,000,000, they give it in equal parts to
half a dozen diderent vessels. It. is a strict
rule* with some firms never to trust more

than $250,000 at a time on any one ship." A
certain party furnishes all the kegs for gold
and packs them. The man who does Ibis i?
a monopolist in his way. Shippers of large
amounts always lose a few dollars by abra¬
sion, but not exceeding sixteen one.a on a

million-dollar shipment. The only prottc
tion to be found against abrasion lies in the
shipment of gold in bars instead of coin,
tiold bars are not readily obtained.

The BankeroflUe House.
Ju:t opposite tho reception room, away

around at tho other side of tbo Capitol, is
tho sergeant-at-arms' office, or tbo bauk of

the House of Representatives. It is here
that tho members aro paid, and hero many
of them do all of Ibeir banking business. It
is a long hall-!ike room, with a high vault¬
ed ceiling, and walls kalsomined iu light
pink. As you enter you step into a carpet¬
ed space like that in front of a narrow bank
office, and ail your surroundings are those of
ordinary b.*nks. On the left nro desk
shelves, with racks above them, containing
checks and deposit blanks, and on the other
side back of the railing and walled of! by a

not work or wire as high as your head, the
teller and cashier look out of two little holes
through which they pay out or receive
money. Standing beside them ia a big safe,
eight feet high and about six feet wide, with
walls of iron two feet thick, in which the
money is kept and which contains every
year about $3,000,000. Congressmen nro

paid in greenbacks, and these are brought
here every day by a messenger to the
amount ol tens of thousands of dollar.*, in
packages of LOO bills each. These bills
range from $5 to $100, and they aro kept in¬
side the sale, in a little tin box about half
the sizo of a bread box. I looked at some of
the packages to-day, and coveted a iit-
tlo ono of 10O $100 bilis, worth $10,000,
and not thicker than your linger.
Congressmi n can check upon the bank cf
the Capitol to the extent of their deposit or

their salary, but they can not check out the
money before it is earned. Some of them
do not draw any money till the end of the
year, and take their whole $5,000 at once.

Others check out their pay every month,
ami others live from band to mouth and
coma in regularly and draw tbeir $15 every
day.. Some of the wealthier members keep
thousands of dollars here on deposit, and
there was a member not long ago who kept
as much as $50,000 in the bank here. A
close, account i3 kept with every Congress¬
man, and a regular set of banking books are
balanced every day. In addition to their
salaries members are here paid tbeir mile¬
age, and as an example of the inequality of
the present system Delegate Beau, of Ari¬
zona, receive s $1.000 every yep.r for mileage,
whi >¦ Representative B'irbour, of Virginia,
can diaw on»y $320. When I was in the
Sergeaut-a: Arms' office to day Tom Reed
was standing with hü hat on and his hands

hi his pockets, talking i«> CanrIcy Felton,
the richest Congressman, to whom the tollor
was paj ing some money: On the oilier Bide
of Felton i-iood Sergeant-al Arms Leedom,
the banker of the-House, and beside, bim, in
a plug bat, Speaker Carlisle. Tho House
had just adjourned, and these men were

chatting together over the debate of tho
day or though they were the closest of
friends and did not know tho meaning of
the lerms democrat and republican..Finn!.
