Tee Next Pope..A special dispatch
says : The elevatiou of the Papal Nuncio
at Paris, Mgr. de Rende, to the rank of car¬

dinal will be an epoch in the pacific policy
of Leo XIII, and the modern history of tho
Papacy. The power of a pope to construct
the conclave which will elect his successor
is no doubt great. Leo XIII., in the eight
years of his reign, has had the opportunity
of appointing far the larger propoitioa
of the existing cardinals, for of tho fifty-
eight eminent wearers of the red bat, only
sixteen were created by Pius IX. On the
other hand, the Pope's influence does not
last long after his death.that, for instance,
of Pius III. having already almost entirely
disappeared, tlespite his two-and-thirty
years' sway. The present Holy Father is
keenly alive to this and to the risks involved
therein, and both be and bis fellow-Peru-
gians, as M. des Houx would put it, are

determined to give as much permanence as

may be to the policy which has appeased
Prussia. Tho next Pope is to be a young
man. /That is so understood, aud Mgr. de
Rende is, t o to ray, tho favorite. He has
been carefully put to the proof, and the
verdict of authority is »hat he has bees
found prudent. The same combination
which placed Leo XIII. iu the chair of St.
Peter, in spite ofyearsof ueglecl at the hands
oi Cardinal Autonelli, will place the discreet
Paris nuncio there, when the Catholic
Church loses the guidance of Leo the Pa¬
cific.

A Surgeon's Fatal Scruple..A re¬

markable suicide has recently been com¬

mitted in S'. Petersburg. A short time ago
a woman, aged tweuty-^jss^came to con¬

sult Dr. Lot kin;-,-^fao found that she was
sutffiin;: |V.,;'n ft tuberculous ulcer; An op-
f-rütiou being deemed necessary, Dr. Bot
kino sent ber to M. Kolominne, a surgeon
of considerable repute. He administered
to her a slight .'lose of saline acid cf cocaine
and finding tbat this did not take eilect he
increased the d<>-.-. and performed the op¬
eration with complete success, but a few
hours afterwards he received a message to
the effect that bis patient seemed to be dy¬
ing, and he found upon hurrying to her that
judging by the feebleness of the pulse and
the bluish appearance of the face, she was

suffering from the effects of poison. All the
efforts made to save ber were of no effect,
aud she died tho same evening. M. Kolo-
mimie was so overcome, thut be denounced
himself as her murderer, though all his col¬
leagues assured iiira tbat he was is no way
to blame. But he would not listen lo them,
and a few days afterwards be blew his
brains cut, leaving a note iu bich he said:
"I must have been tho victim cf some tem¬

porary aberration, aud this has caused the
catastrophe which drives me to despair. I
am not guilty, for my ititeutious were good,
but I cannot live.".Pall Mall Gazette
