It is intolerable that under any circum-
stunce the busioess of & whole community
shall be arrested because some man may
imucsine he has grievances which reguire the sac-
rifice of thoussnds of people in order that _ho
may get vights that oughtto be seonred to him
v law apd confirmed in the courts it they baede-
pied him. In othar words, in this country the
only overruling power is law, which cstablishes
the will of the people, and any attempt to estab-
lizh any other tribunal tha the courts, and espe-
cinlly irresponsible aud seeret tribunals, can onlg
bring on a parglyeis of industry and the ruin ol
t* o very clus3 whose interests sre ut stake.”

The Dependent Pension Bill Vetoed.
The President yesterday returned to Con-
gress without his approval the dependent
pension Lill. In Lis message the President
saye: “This ia the firat gaveral bill (hat has
been sanctioned by the Congress since the
close of the late civil war permitting & pen-
sion to the soldiers and sailors who served
in that war upon the grousd of service and
prozent disability alone, and in the eutire
absence of any injuries received by the cosu-
alties or incidents of such service. While,
by almost constant legislation since the
closeof Lhis war, there has been compensation
awarded for every possible injury received
as a result of military service in the Union
army, and whilea grent number cf Inws
passed for the purpose have been adminia-
tered with great liberelity, and have been
supplemented by numerous privale acts to
reach gpecial cases, there has not, until now,
been an avowed departure from ll:a_p‘rmclpie
thus far adhered to, respecting Union sol-
diers, that the bounty of the governmeunt in
the way of pensiona is geverously bestowed
when grented to those who, in this military
service and in the lioe of military duty,
have, to o greater or less extent, been dis-
gbled. But it is & mistake to suppose that
seryico pensions, such as are perinitted by
tha second section of the bill under consid-
eration, are new to our legislation.” ;
Altention is then called to the pension
laws enacted herstofore, and their applica
tion. A compaiative lable of the number of
benefiviatios is presented. Attention is
called to the fact that for the year ending
Jupe 30, 1887, £75,000,000 has been appro
priated for the payment of pensions, aud the
amount expendcd for that purpose from
1861 to July 1, 1886, is $808,624 811 51.
While anuually paying out such & vast sum
fur pensioos already granted, it is now pio-
posed by the bill under consideration to

all warsin which the United States bhas
hecn eopaged, including, of course, the war
of tho rebellion, and Lo pay those entitled to
tbe benefits of theact the sum of twelve
dollars per mouth.

The pension it awards is allowed to en-
listed men who have not suffered the lesst
injury, disability, loss or damage of any
kind, incurred in orin any degree referable
to their military sarvice, including those
who never reached the front at all and
those discbarged from rendezvous abthe
close of the war, if discharged thres months
afier enlistment, Under the last call of the
President for troops, in December, 1564,
11,503 men were furpished who were thus
dizebarged.

The section allowing Lhis pension does,
however, require, besides a servica ol three
months and sn honorabie discharge, thal
1hose seeking the benelit of the act shall be
such as “are now or may hereafter bo sufler
ing from mental or physical disability vot
tha result of their own wicicus habita or
groes caralesancss, which incapacitates them
for the performance of labor ia such a de-
gree as to render them unabletoearn a gup-
port, aud who are dependent upon their
daily labor for eupport.”

This meaning and scope of the couditions
mentioned in this section are then reviewed
in detail, winding up with the followieg
coneluzion @

“Tt will be cbserved that thera isno limita-
tion or definition of Lhe incapacitaling inju-
ry or ailment itself. It need culy be such a
degree of disability from any cause as ren-
ders the claimant uoable to earn a support
by labor. 1tseemsto me that the ‘support’
here mentioned a3 one which cannot be
earned isa complete and entire support,
with no dimurition on account of the least
impairment of physical or mental condition.
Ifit bad been intended to embrace only
those who by discase or injury were totally
unable to lsbor, it would have been very
easy to express that idea, instead of recog-
nizing, £5 i3 done, & ‘degres’ of such ina-
bility.

“Who is to determine whether a man earos
it, or has it, or has it not? Is the govern-
ment to enter the homes of claimants for
pension, and, after an examination of their
surroundings and circumstances, sellle those
questions ? Shall the government say to
one man that bis manoer of subzistence by
his earnings is n support, and to another
that the things his earnings furnish are not
asupport ? Any altempt. however honest,
to administer this law insuch a manner
would pecessarily produce more unfairness
and upjust discrimination and give more
scope for partisan partiality, and wonld re-
sult in more perversion of the government’s
benevolent intentions than the execution of
any staiute ought to permir.

“If in the effort to carry oul Lhe proposad
law the degreo of disability asrelated to
carpings be considered for Lhe purpose of
discovering if in any way it curtsils the sup-
port which the applicaut, if entirely sound,
would carn, and to which he is entitled, we
enter the broad field lonz cecupied by the
Pension Bureau, aod we recognize as the
only differsces between the proposed legis-
Intion and pravious laws pessed for the bena-
fit of the surviving soldiers of the civil wor
tho incurrence in oue case of disabiliticsin
military servics, and in the other disabilities
existing, but in no way connected with or
resulting from such service.

Tt must ba borne in mind thal in no caze
is there any grading of this proposed peu-
sion., Uander the operation of the rule, the
first suggested, if there is a lack in any de-
gree, great or small, of the ability to earn
such & sopport a8 the government doter-
mines Lhe claimant should have, and by the
application of the rule secondly suggested,
if there is o reduction in any degred of the
aupport which he might earn, if sound, he
is entitled to & peosion of §12,

“In the latter case, and under the proviso
of the proposad bill, permilting personsnow
receiving pengions to be admitted to the
Yenefits of the act, I dn not see how those
wow on Lthe pension roll for disabilities in-
curred in the service, and which diminish
their earniog capacily, ean be denied the
pension provided in this bill.

# % # tanpther condition required of
cinimants under thiz act is that they shall
be ‘dependent upon their daily labor for
support.! Thia langnage, which may be
said to assume that there exists within the
reach of the persons wentioned ‘labor,’ or
the ability in some degree to work, i3 more
aptly used in a statute describing those not
wholly deprived of this ability than in one
which deals with those ulterly uuable to
work., Iam of the opinion that it may fair-
ly be contended that under the provisions of
this section any soldier whose facoities cof
mind or body bave become impaired by ac
cident, disease or age, irrespective of his
service in the army as a cause, and who by
bLis labor only is left incapable of gaining
the fair support he might with upimpaired
posers have provided for himself, and who
is not so well endowed with this world’s
goods 3 to live without work, may claim to
participate ir its bounty ; thabit is not re-
quired that he shounld he without property,
but only that lsbor should be necessary to
his support in some degree; nor ig it re-
quired that he should be now receivingeup-
port from othera.

#Recant personal observation and exper-
jence constrian me to refer lo anotker result
whieh will inevitably follow the passage of
this bill, It issad, but, nevertheless, trua,
that already in the matter of procuring pen-
sions there exists a widespread disregard of
truth and good faith, stimulated by thoss
who, as agents, undertake to establish claims

for pensions, hcedlessiy entered upon by
the expectant beneliciery and encouraged
or at lesst not coodemned by those vn-
willing to obstruct a neighbor’s plans. In
the execulion of this propesed law uoder
sny interpretation a wids fisld of inquiry
would be epened for the establishment of
facts largely within the knowledge of the
claimant slone, and there can be no doubt
that the race sfter the pensions cilerad by
this bill weuld not ouly stimnlate weskness
and pretended incapacity for lebor, but put
a further premium on Jdishonesty and wen-
dacity. The ellect of new iuvitalions to
apply for punsions, or of new advavtages
added to causes for pensionzeiready existiog
is semalimes startiing.

“\While cosi should not be set 2zainst a pa-
triotic duty or the recegrnition of a right,
still, when a measure proposed is based upon
generosity or molives of charity, it is not
amiss to mediinte somewbat upon Lhe ex-
pense which it involves. Experience has
demonstrated, T believe, that all estimates
concerning the probable loture cost of a
pension list are uncsrtain and uwreliable,
and always fall far below zetunl realization.

“If none shouid be pensioned un-
der this biill, except those utterly
unable to work, I am satislied that the
cost etated in  the estimate, referred
to, wou'd be many times maltiplied, and
with & constant increase from year to year;
and if thosa partially uuable to earn their
support -gheuld be admitted to the priv.
leges of this bill, the probiabie iocisase of
exper=e would bs almosi appullivg. 1
think it masy be szid ihat at the clase of the
war of Lbe rebellion every Noriliern State,
and a grest majority of Northern couniies
and cities, were burdenwd with taxalion on
account of the larce hounties paid our sol-
dies, and the bouded debl thereby created
still constitutes a large item in the sceount
of the lax gatberer ngainat Lhe puople, Fed-
ernl taxation, oo less borne by the people
than tbat directly levied upon their prop-
erty, is still maintained at the rate made
neges:ary by the exigencies of war, If this
bill sbiould becoma a law, with its tremen-
dousz addition te cur previous obligation, I
am thoraughly convioced tkal farther efforts
to reduce the federal revenus and restore
somo part of iL to our peaple will, and, per-
hapa should, be seriously queationed.

“1t has constantly been a cause of pride
and congratulated to the American eitizan
that bis country is not pub to the charge of
mainleining & large standiog srmy i time
of peace. Yet wo are now living under a
war tax which has basan tolerated in peace-
ful tinzes to meel the oblieations incureed in
war, Dt for years past, in ali paris of the
country, the demand fbr the reductisn of
tazaiion npon ony fabar and production has
incren-eld in velume and urgepey. [ am
tob willing Lo epprove s measure présenting
the objections o which this bill i3 subjeet;
and which, moreaver, will hava tho elfect
of disappointing the expectation of the pao-
pie g their desire nnd Lope for relief from
war taxation in time of paaces.’
