A Bright Outlook..It is reported to be
definitely settled that the coming spring
and summer will witness a scene of renew¬

ed activity in tha shipbuilding business of
Alexandria. About three years aud a half
have elapsed since a vessel of any size has
been constructed here, the last haviog been
the three masted schooner Henry S. Culver,
built by Messrs. Agnew Ä: Co., and launched
io 1883 A long depression iu the business
has followed, not only here but elsewhere,
Mit of lato a revival ha? been noticeable,
and Alexandria, having all the facilities for
Mich enterprises, is said to be about to reap
benefits to which her peculiar fitness for
manufacturing entities her.
The Arrow Steamship Company, of New

York city, with offices here and in U'nsh
ingtou, have, it append, determined Io con¬

struct a magnificent iron and steel passenger
steamship t»t this place. She is to bo called
the Pocahontas. ami will l>o 540 feet lone
over all, 40 feel wide, 46 feet deep, ami 25
feet drult. She will be equipped with
powerful engines aud will carry 20 boilers.
She is to be buitt of iron ami steel, the hu:l
to be divided into any number of watertight
compartments by bulkheads. Tho ship is
to have six funnels (smokestacks', three on

each side, .-ituated near the rail, and h; r

boilers and machinery are to l>o placed so

well down in the hold as to form atones
a peifeet ballast. The designs for tho Poca-
hootas are the fruits of many years of
patient, thoughtful study on the part of Mr.
Robert M. Fryer, her designer, bis object
being to construct a sea-going steamer which
will ptovc unainkable, collision-proof under
ordinary circumsiances, üre-proot Odder all
circumstance?, and possessing sufficient
speed to cross the Atlantic inside of seven

days. By a new and completes system of
wale:tight compartments, having nothing
o:'a combustible nature save saloon doois
and chairs on tba vessel, and by employing
powerful engines, all the-e results it is
claimed will be> attained. lMau3 of the new
vessel and pictures of her as she will appear
wheu completed have recently appeared in
the nautical journals of this country, aud the
criticisms which have followed have been
of a favorable uaturo.
The proposed building of the steamer is,

according to the New York Mechanical En¬
gineer, no stuck jobbing scheme. The com¬

pany, this paper says, U capitalized at
$1,000,000 nominal, with a largo atnouut
paid up, aud the stockholders are well
known gentlemen of the metropolis. Mr.
Fryer, the chief engineer, is a practical man,
having been a marine engineer in New
York city for many years and constructing
engineer to several establishments through¬
out the country. He has also letter.-""patent
in every important country in the world.
Mr. Fryer is now at the Braddock House,

aud iu a conversation with a representative
of the GAZETTE yesterday uaiJ it had been
definitely determined to construct the Poca
houtas he-re, this place offering hotter ad-
vantages than any city he bad \i-iitd. He
mentioned some of the benefits the construc¬
tors' taw iu Alexandria not so inauife^t
elsewhere. Iu the first place deep water at
the dock-; its contiguity to Che.apeako bay
where the seaworthiness of large* vessels
could be sufficiently tested ; tho raiiroads
running into the shipyards which could
transport iron and everything needful from
Pittsburg and other centres without break¬
ing bulk ; the fact that the workmen era

ployed could reside close to tho vard, which
is not the casein New York, Jersey City
aud other largo places, and the last but by
no means lenSt advantage that both cou

structors and workmen could be more isola¬
ted l*iom tho turmoils of labor agitations
which so often cause needless trouble and
loss to capitalist and laborer alike.
The premises upon which it is proposed to

build the Pecahontas are those now oreu

pied by the Murine Railway and Sbipbuild
ing Company, negotiations for the purchase
cf which have been in progre?s for eevtrul
weeks. The Arrow Steamship Company,
though their representatives, have thorough¬
ly examined the* yard and made their offer,
aud though the

bargaia has not actually
been consummated, it is believed to be a

virtual puic.Wse. Should tho shipyard
change bauds much of the ground cooligu
ous thereto will of couise be purchased M
reasonable prices.
The Pocahontaa, it is thought, will bo

commenced in a few weeks and completed
io about eight months. Wheu finirhe-J, she
will Im a palatial steamer, and about as

large as any atlout, save the Great Eastern.
The plates, machinery, etc., have, it is said,
been contracted for, and should the ste amer
satisfy the. expectations of ber projectors.
and nautical men think she will -she will
prove but the nucleus of Üeois et vessels of
nituiUr pattern which will carry the Arueri-
cau dap to every country on tho planet; and
it may he reasonably predicted others will
be built here*. Should such be the case. Al¬
exandria will more tbau regain her former
prosperity, and who kuows but that our
noblo old Potomac may yet become the
Clyde of this part of the world ?

Iu speaking of the contemplated steamer,
tbe New York Marine Journal say:-: "Rob¬
ert M. Fryer, of the Arrow Steamship Co.,
New York, is exhibiting a model ia the
Boree! Building of an oeeau steamer which
he proposes having built at A'esandria,
Yd., this spring."

York and Liverpool, will hail from the for¬
mer port and fly the American flag, which,
s-ince the collapse of tbe famous Collins line,
has hten about as scarce oa transatlantic
sUatuers as sea ssrpenta.
