erful gun constructed or proposed iu the
world, having the greatest power cf pene¬
tration of iron, the largest rango with beat
precision, and capable of a more rapid rate
cf lire thau any other. This great engine
of war is now nearly completed, at Heading,
Pa. It is soon to be erected at a point on

the Potomac near Washington, where it -.Till
b9 subjected to the most severe tests, such
as firing thirty times in one hour, with a

charge of "00 pounds cf carefully-adapted
power, and centered mechauicaliy-littiog
projectiles «>f GOO pounds each, giving at
ie3«t 2,000 feet per second of initial velocity,
asd delivering is,000 pounds of projectiles
iu o-k' hour.an amount cf work estimated
in fot nds far greater than can ba per¬
formed continuously (as iu a hotly contest¬
ed a by any gun of any calibre, or

made ofany material at any cost, new in
possession of or contemplated by any nation
iu the world. This powerful weapon is to
result from the conversion ofnuoofthe old
cast-iron, smooth-bore guns, which the gov-
meut has had on baud for years, and which
have been pronounced "unserviceable" and
utterly useless for the conditions of modern
warfare. The plan of the parlies controling
the enterprise is to bring the gun to Wash¬
ington, regardless of any action by Congress
or i ho Executive, and submit it to tho proof
designated in theforegoing statement, in the
presence of the President, members of the
Cabinet, or members of Congressional com¬
mittees whose business it is to inves tijzate
such matters.
